tobrlnzths products ol other lections
Into consideration, declares that at this
season ol tho year and In this ran of

the world, pure fruit Juice la one of the
best blood purlflera and syetem regu-

lator! there la. Tho Xr.3 baa raid
the tame thing In iflect many times.
In fact. It Is said to be the base of

physicians' prescriptions In oises of

dipleltd syslcrae and Impure blood.
Homo people, who have heretofore
eaten fruit between meala or Just be-

fore retiring and condemned It

as injurious, have, It is aild,
learned lu California to cat one
or two orangta with nearly every
meal, partlculary breakfast, and have
found to their ploiaint surprise that It
was better than any medlcluo they
had over taken. Many remarkable
things havo alio been claimed for
orangea taken at food, such as making
theoomplexlon clesr and beaulllul,
curing the drink habit and numerous
other things as varied aud marvelous
ns the aoslovemeulaof corn medicines,
and there are doubtless persona who
have made themselves miserable and
ridiculous eating orangea by tbo
wholesale In the endeavor to accom-
plish aomeauch Impossible results. It la
llko many other useful things; the
power for good of oraugu depends
ufon tho good Judgment and self con-
trol of the user. Too much uso of
anythlrg, or Its ute at Improper times,
Is aa apt to oonvert what was Intended
as a bsuoflt into a means of great
harm,

Orangoi, however, are perhiraleia
dangerous than anything else In the
department of fruits; and with a few
precautions msy bo eaten with Im-

punity. The paper quoted taya down

In tbo flnt place buy nothing but good
fruit, especially rlperrult. (Ireen or bad
fruit cannot bo good for anybody, 'Ihsn,
If you do not est the ornngo out of the
shell with a spoon as maiiv profor to do,
baauroto (wet It earefully. 1 lie white
pith lying beneath tbe yellow rind la one
if Iho most lndlgesilblosubtuco known
lu IbOMcelablo world. l( Is better to
eat oranges Willi n spoon and take as
llille h possible or the cellular matter.
Do not ent too many oraogen at itrsit but
If the habit of eating them whh meals Is
once formed one will never boaatistletl to
eat a meal without fresh fruit or some
kind. Tbe habit will work wonders In a
short time towurde regulating tbe avi-
um, keeping the blood In gootVcondlllon
aud creating a healthy appetite.
