Sending Categorical Notes
To Washington.

QUESTION AT AN ACUTE PHASE

Japanese at The Hague Favor Strik-
Ing at Once So As to Give America
No Chance to Preparve.

London, July 10.—The correzpondent
of the Dailly Telegraph at The Hague
sends In a column dispateh which pur-
ports to reflect the views prevailing
there on the Japanese-American situs-
tion, which he declares to be more ab-
sorbing than the conference jtself.

The correspondent says that as a re-
sult of his inquirles he learns the situ-
ation Jg really stralped, although both

governments are trying to conceal the \
fact, He asserts that since June 2 |

the question has entered upon an acute
phase. Japan has been sending the
United States extremely cate dead
notes, stating without bltterness, but
lv the clearest terms, the dilemma that
unless Washington s able to  control
Californta, Japan will consider herself
frée to act directly against California.
Nothing, however, yet has been ex-
changed precluding a pacific settiement,
but many of the Japanese at The Hague
are of the opinlon that the Japanese
government ought to act without de-
lay and not glve America time to utilize
her vast resources and economic po-
tentiality, & hundred fold greater than
Japan's, to perfect warllke prepara-
tions,

In an editorinl article the Talegraph
says it does not fdentify itself with tho
statements of its correspondent at The
Huﬁruv_ belioving them to be charged
with undue despondency., At the sama
time, the puaper continues, they ara
made upon a notable authority and they
cannot be read without profound un-
easiness, The Telegraph is convinced,
however, that the statesmanship of
both countries will be strong enough
and the instinet of the two great na-
tions sane enough to hold mad chau-
venlsm in leash,
