THE GERMAN WAR BILL MUST
BE PASSED AT ONCE,

Frauce Having a Larger Military
Force than Germany.

Resignation of the Cabinet Ministers
of Franee.

The German Military BIIL

BERLINg 3.—In the Reichstag to-day
during the debate on the first readiog
of the military bl t e Progress 8 s sig-
nitied their willingmess to vote 1n sup-
port of the requirements of the bill if
the Government wounld reduce the pe-
r:od of service from three vears 1o two.
This the Government refused to con-
sent to.

General Brouosgart Von Sheelendorf
Prussian Minlster of War, advocated
for the Government the passage of the
bill. He said: ““Despite hér pacitic
policy, Germauy may, within a meas-
urable time, be engaged in war. For
the momwent, such a danger does not
threaten, but the present epoch is most
difficult. 1t is mest natural that we
should compare our war strength with
that of France., With less inhabitants
than Germany, France has a higher
peace effective force. Shall we allow
ourselves to be outstripped by a neigh-
boring State, in which we cannot per-
ceive that degree of friemdliness that
would avert war? The blil is of the
mokt urgent character. The Heicbhstag
must pass this measure before Christ-
mas if the pu of the Government
is to be attained. (Sensation.) Let
anyone who regards the additional
burdens upon the people as unbearable
acquaint himseli with the state of af-
fairs on the other side of the Vosges.
The Government is in earnest. It does
notgs’s.k for more than it intends to ac-
cept.

The Fremch HMinisters Rosigm.

Paris, 3.—In the Chamber of Degu.
ties m-day Sarrien, Mionister of the In-
terior, speaking in o sition to the
mozsion for the sbolition of the offices
of sub-prefects, promised that he
would introduce a bill providing for
the partial abolition of the offlces.

Prime Minister De ¥reycinet sup-
ported Sarrien a reproached tbe
Opposition for seizing every chance
o el;;ed to overthrow the Govern-
ment,

The Chamber, however, adopted the
motion for the total abolition a ma-
jority of 13 votes, thus dele;t{ng the
Government.

It Is reported that PDe Fr:lclnct.Sar-
rien and Goblet, Minister of Public In-
struction, will resign. There was in-
tense excitement in the lobbies of the
chambers, and after the vote was an-
nounced, the sitting of the Chamber
was suspended at the instance of De

Freycinet in order that the cabinet
might conslider its ition. The Min-
Istérs are now (6:20 p. m) holding a

meeting,

After the cabinet meeting the Minls-
ters went to the Elyaee and ten-
gewd their resignations to President

revy.

The cabinet will meet to-morrow. It
18 believed that Presldent Grevy is
averse to dissolving the Ministry and
will ask M. De Freycinet to re-form
the cabinet,

M. Barrien de Nelle and Goblet will
probably Insist upon retiring.
