the General Land Office in f peaking
upon, "The Public Lands the People's
Heritage for Homes," gave his views
upon the proper policy to be pursued by
the Government in regard to each class
of public lands. He held that while
tbe obligations of the Government so
far as incurred, must be carried out,
the effects of this doubtful aud

MISTAKEN land grant
legislation must not be so magnified
that while requiring of the governmenta strict compliance with its part cf the
contract, tbe corporations shall be al-
lowed unlimited-- - license to violate
theirs. It was true that it takes two
parties to make a bargain, aud it was
equally true that the failure of one
party to fulfill the contract is a release
of tbe obligations of the other. He
was ready to say that in grants amount-
ing to 110,000,000 acres there has been
no such compliance with tbe law by
tbe companies as binds the govern-
ment to any legal obligation in respectto tbe granted lands. By tbe Northern
Pacific lUtlway alone, nearly 40,000,000
acres of the people's heritage for
homes was being unjustly withheld.
An act should be passed declaring for-
feitures of the grauts, if ouly to tbe ex-
tent of the portions of unconstrucu d
roads at the time fixed by law for their
entire completion. No such an act,
w tiile a measure of partial justice only,
would leave to the companies at their
average price of the lauds more than
enough to meet the

LEGITIMATE COST

of the entire construction of their
roads. The great )and grants to private
individuals, Commissioner Sparks
said, were ncariy all made for coloni-
zation purposes and are not bindinganiens as the conditions involved have

complied with. Mia characteri-
zation of these grants .was almost
equally sweeping with that of the rail-
road lands. The manner in which tbe
existing laws operate in regard to
swamp lands, pre-empti- home-
steads, timber pulture and desert
kinds were unsparingly condemned bytbe speaker. Before resuming his seat
Commissioner Sparks briefly reviewed
his course in office and declared that
his efforts had been directed solely J to
tbe prevention of the illegal control of
lands, to the recovery of those fraudu-
lently held to which title, has not yet
befti passed and to the protect Ion of
lands lor actoal settlement and the
benefit of actual inhabitants.
