B. Y. McMollin, the owner of the
pond, on his return from Silver Iteef

(which is situated about one and a
half miles from Lteds) on the evening
of July 2ith, as it was growing dask,
came by bis flsh pond, a few steps
from the road on the way from the
Roef . On his leaving the pond he dis-
covered, on the bank, the clothes of
somelperson who evidently had stripped
for the purpose of Bathing. There
being no one in sight Iron the spot
where the clothes were found, though
the whole pond was within view, it
wis feared that something was wrong.
Upon walking arouad the pond to the
opposite side from where the clothes
lay, at a distance o! about fifteen feet
from the bank, the body of some (at
that timi) unknown man was discover-
ed. A small portion of the back of the
head and shoulders appeared above
the surface of the water, the body
otherwise sinking out of sight. The
dd, j of water where the body lay was
supposed by those who took it out, to
bo absutfour feAt- - A very short dis-
tance from i where the body lay the
water was about seven feet deep.

Upon this discovery the officers were
immediately notified. A Jury was sum
moned and an inquest held over what
proved to be as ano've stated, the re-
mains of Charles Huber. The verdict
et the Jury was to the effect that the
deceased came to his death by drown-
ing, with qo evidence that it was done
with suicidal intent.

Deceased was evidently a man who1
had reached the age of about forty -- five
