call for the eleventh session, to be held
at Pittsburg, Pa,, Dec. 2, 3, 4 and 5,
1908, i

A special effort is contemplated lonk-
ing to the final endctment of the bill
for the ereation of a bureau of mines
now on the calendar of the United

States senate for third reading. :

Particular attention is called to the
work of Congress in making investi-
gationss ‘relating to the protection of
the lives of miners: proposals for the
elimination of fraudulent mining stock
operations; the relation betwoen cus-
tom smelters and the ore producer;
federal aid for mining schools and ex-
periment stations; the exploitation of
the rare mineril resources of the coun-
try:; the conservatlon of mineral re-
sources, timber and water supply. and
the unification of the mining laws of
the several states, are the particular
subjects which will beo under discus-
glon, It 1s announced that the conven-
tion will be an open forum for the dis.
cussion of all mining subjects.

The call requests the president of the
Unlted States, the governors of the
states and heads of commercinl bodles
ta appoint delogates.

A special feature of the convention
will be the coal mine gas testing plant,
now in course of construction at Pitts-
burg under an appropriation made dur-
ing the last session of Congress, which
will then be completed.
