Sitting
Ball was met after the fight, and
he exultingly remarked that he
he had killed many soldiers and
one damned general, but did not
know who he was. The wiuaws
then armed themselves with
knives, visited the battle field, and
robbed and mutilated the bodies of
the soldiers. While the six soldiers
were being burned the Indians
turned their attention to the force,
evidently Reno's, attacking the
lower end of the village. Ridgely
says Custer's command had
slaughtered before a shot wos filed

He was taken prison-er last March, and kept in the camp
or me inaians ever since until tbe
Custer massacre, lie was treated
kindly. He says Sitting Bull or-
ganized not to right the whites.but
to drive ihe miners frem the Black
Hills. Previous to Custer's attack,
mounted ceurieis from SittingBull's camp had, for eiirhtdavs.
watched his forces, its division into
small detachments being noted
with manifestations of extreme de
light. Ambuecades were imme
diately prepared, and while the In-
dians stood ready fcr an attack,
many of ihem clambered on the
till hills overlooking Custer's line
of march. The Indian camn was di
vided by a bluff", the point of which
ran towards Rosebud, and in the di-
rection of one of the available fords
on the river to camp. By this ford
Custer followed their trail down to
the water's edge. There were but

A narlng Attempt to Rob a Bauk

by Desperadoes The Cashier Shot
aud Hilled.

Northfield, Miun., 7.About
2 o'clock this afternoon eight men,
well mounted, entered the town
and proceeded to the bank. Three
entered it and sprang over the
counter, aud ordered the cashier,
J. L. Haywood, with a knife to his
throat, to open the vault. At the
same time, all the persons in the
bank, A. K. Bunker, assistant cash
ier, and Frank Wilcox, clerk, were
ordered to hold up tneir nanus, air.
Haywood refused to obey the orders
ana open tne money vault, in
neck wus slightly scratched with
the knife, and, still resisting, tbe
robber put tne muzzle or a pistol to
nia rig nt temple and n red. Haywood fell dead. They then turned
to Mr. Bunker and ordered him to
open the vault. He said he did not
know the combination. As the
robbers made demonstrations to
ward him he ran out of the back
door. They fired at him, shooting
him throuuh the shoulder. Mr.
Wilcox was not interfered with.
Whilo this was transpiring within.
the peeple without were doing good
worn. Two rouoer8 were killed out
right aud ono wounded. The
wounded man was taken away by
his confederates. One of their
horses was killed and one captuied.
The robbers did not get into the
vault, nor did they find the cash
ier's drawer, of the eight
men came to town before midday,
and waited on the north side of the
bridge till the others came into
town from Dundee. The men were
well mounted, and armed with
navy revolvers, with cartridges in
belts around their bodies. When
tho robbers crossed the bridge en-

tering the town, they drew revol-
vers, and putting their horses into
full gallop dashed through the
streets, calling to the people on the
waiKs inside, ana ornamentingtheir shouta with the most fiendish
curses ana Imprecations.
