Sparrows a "Virulent Curse."
In the lastannnal report ol tbo IT. h

Dep artment of Agi Lulture Is sn elab-
orate discussion of the Kngltsh spar-
row, bv Dr. C Hart Merriam, the orni-
thologist to the department, in which
some startliug facts are brought out.
It seems that this bird, first introduced
into iftnerica 37 ye irs ago, has now es-
tablished Itself In 35 states and five ter-
ritories. This remarkable diffusion is
due largely to 'two causes, rlrst, its
amazing fecundity, and second, the
protection afforded it, either directlyor indirectly, by man. Dr. Merriam
showed that, as- - a rule, live or six
broods of ysung are. reared each sea-
son, and that the progeny of a single
pair (assuming for the sake of compu-
tation that, ail live) may in
ten years reach tie re-
markable tlfiures of 276,710,983,0ns.
Among the evil deeds imputed to this
feathered foreigner are the driving
away of native birds, the injury of gar-
den, grain and fruit crops, the dellle-ment4- 3f

public and private buildiugs,etc. Dr. Merriam advises that laws be
enacted looking towards i:S extermi-
