Bra. Taylor read a circular re-
ceived from the First Presidency of
the Church regarding thb Instruc-

Saints In the principle of re-
vealed religion, and urged upon the
BIlhOM to lmmM!lAflv mat -
raugementa according to the in-
structions.

He touched on the question
contained in the circular of
providing places wherein the
youth of ZIon might have
proper and legitimate recreation,
and read the editorial In the
Juvenile Jnttructor of December 1st
upon this subject, and recommend-
ed that the suggestions contained
therein be followed as closely as
possible.

No quorum meeting or meetings
of any other kind of a general char-
acter should interfere with tbe ward
meetings. All the members of the
different quorums of the Priesthood,
whether High Priest, Seventy,
Elder, as well as all tho members of
the Lesser Priesthood, are required
to attend the sacramen meetings.
The German and Scandinavian
Saints in this city should avail
themselves of tbe privilege afforded
them of going to the Taberbade to
jatrtake of.the sacrament as well as
attending the mertlnra whlnh
are especially provided for them.

Tho principles cf truth as
revealed to us la this dispensa-
tion require us to bo one people.

needs td come before tbe wards
should be i resented Lcforo the
teachings ' tho Elders aro given
Instead nf 'erwards, so that tho
goodsp'.K .eudius the word may
not be dUtjrbed In the minds of the
Sainte.

Apostlo F. M. Lyman delivered
feme excellent n. marts on the
order of tho Priesthood. He (bowed
the Icauties of tho different
quorums as organised, how they
were 111 harmony with each other,
which could not be otherwise,
seeing God was their Author
and ltevealer. He heartily endorsed
tbe remarks regarding one meeting
interfering with another, saying
that this should uotbepermitted,but
all should be arranged harmonious-
ly. Tho First Presidency of the
Church and TTrlve Apostles set
good examples In this uirettion.
Unlir no circunis'airts did they
fail to attend the general
conferences cf the Church aud other
public meetings of the Salute. Tbey
met in their quorum capacities at
times when it would not Interfere or
come In conflict with meetings of a
general character.

Brother Lyman touched on all
the qurtt ions presented during the
meeting and threw further light
upon them, and concluded his re--
mirks by advlsiDg tbe brethren to
sustain with their Influence and
means the sugar industry now
organized and started In Utah. Ills
the greatest material enterrrise ever
undertaken here and will be tbe
means whereby a vast amount of
money will be saved annually to the
people of this Territory. It will
open a large field of labor and le
profitable to alt He Invoked the
biasings ofGj-- i upon all the Insti-
tutions or the Stake and tho faithful
members thereof.
