he effected arrangements with loc&l
promoters of the movement
Whioh the Baltimore & Obio Rail,
road obtained the transportation of
all colored le who have mp to
this time, since last October, emi-
grated from North Carolina to In-
diana. The through rate from
Goldsbore to Indianapolis for these
emigrants was $16 50 for each per-
son above the age of 12 years; half
fare for children from 65 to 12;
younger ohlldr&n free. In all these
arrangements the company gna
to ppy Z Taylor Evans, of'Golds-
bord, a colored man who worked
up the emigration, & drawbaek of
one dollar per head for each fall
fare passenger and 50 cents for each
half ticket scld. This was the
well-koown standing inducement
held out by himself and the agents
of competiting roads to men like
Evans, Perry and Willlams to get
up as large an emigration as pos-
sible.
