Wo havo al
ready, aa n C'liurih, aullercd far
btyotul Hit" power of human toiiKiie to
dtfcrlle. Our peoplu hnvo buou ilrlvou
(rem tnelr homos lime and tlmenrfalti.
01 thilr pruptlty they have repeatedly
beeorobued. Tuny have Iwt, through
death at the lianda nl wicked men,
eiiuu of those who wrro most dear to
tbeni. Theyhau aullercd everything
which human beluga couhl endure nut
Hill live. Notwithstanding what
they have dnue for thu benelltof thu
human family In tho preaching of the
Uuspel and In the promulgation of
thitdoctrluouf g'thirluK which has
all'orded relief and temporal blessing
to so many people, they are today
bereft nf thu eucotirugetnent which
their acta cirlilnly merit. They are
the only people, In my opinion,
who ceul I havo redeemed these
desert valleyi. They are the
ouly joople whn could have
beautified this laud aa they have
done and maJo It a place which men
covet, nud which la dealrablu nlmoat
atoveevery laud upon the faco of the
earth. I do not menu to ay that they
euuld Imvodonult had It not been for
the b'caalug uf Uod which alien led
their labors. I do not bcllevo that
theycuuld, Hut It wna thu remit of
circumstances over whloh they had
no control that they were brought to
thla land, that they aettlej theae val-
ley, thai they continued to live here,
nud that III the providence of Ud liny
have mado thla u plneo ao dellgutful for
their own occupation and lor liomea
fur othera who desire peace, content
ment, uud prosperity lu the thlnga of
thla world.

In view of all tuosothltigs which
they have accomplished, It sieius to
me that the hcarta of mon throughout
the whole world, nnd especially In thla
c.iiDtry, ahould be filled wllh griill
tudn lor the services whloh those

Tne plan of Jesus was
reo lived; tho plau of Lucifer was
rejected, Herchillel In litaveu, ullJ
hedrew alter III ill a third part of thu
hosts of lieavuo, nud they were cast
down to earth because at thatrebelllou.

who had been his friends und who had
been In the closest communion with
him. Jlut through the mercy of Uod
his lilo wai spared. They were not
permlttoj tu work out their evil tie.
slgua, nudtho l'rophet lived until he
vouldaual Ills testimony wllh Ills bloodut
Ihu haiiila ut thoau who had rejected his
testimony. Hut those who wero In

tnose who had sought to ilia.
nipt tho Church nud to break the In;
Iluenco of Ihu l'rophet ot Uod, had
fallen on the "itone" oud hul been
shattend to pieces, mi J they went
down to destruction, havlug lost tho
Hplrlt of Uod. Homo of them after-

wards returned and made full atonu.
ment, aa far nt it waa postdblo for them
ti do, for tho wrongs which thoy had
committed; hut others never returned.

Uy In His Church for thu settlement
ui such disputes, lu regard tu llio
cardinal principles of tho Uoiptl Ihero
Is no ipiestlou. Wu understand faith
to be the first principle of revealed re-

ligion. Wu iiuJorslaud rcpentaucoto
be necrsaary for the solvation of the
children ol men. Wo know that bap-
tism Is cisonllal losalvallon. We know
that thu laying of lianda la ono of
the cardinal doctrines of tho Church.
Woalaoknosr that union is nt neces-
sary tu the Litter-da- Halnta In lis
place ns faith, repentance, baptism nu
Ihu lay lug on of lianda nre vasciitlal lu
their places. Hot there aro frequently
other things arising lu our expurlonce
concerning which the word of tho
Lord Is not aulllclontly cloir to eaio
uurmluda and to place them nt rest In
considering these matters. How shall
we receive light upon thim7 If theau
principles uoucern ourselves Individu-
ally, or our farullloj, If wu stand at the
head ot families we can appeal Pi Uod
for guidance; we can ask for His Hplrlt
to enlighten uur minds nud give ui
tho revelation ot Ills will concernlu
that point on which there are doubts In
our minds. And It wo seek Him lu
tho proper manner, He will give to ua
the revelattuus uf Ills will upon that
matter. If It wero not so, how would
II be with our lHdirs who go abroad to
the nations of tho earth nnd among
people opposed to them, nnd whodeslro
lreUeDtly their destruction? If they
wero left without this spirit of revela-
tion which Uod gives to His children
who seek Him In the roier manner,
how would It ho with them under such
circumstances? Had IndeuJ would be
their condition! We might then with
fearful hearts euud our Llders out to the
iiatlona ot the earth to preach thla
Uospel. ll.it knowing that our I'ather

that Hu la omnipotent
and omulproaent, we can aend uut these
young men, Inexperienced though they
may be, to uny part of tho earth, know-
ing that when they nro In trouble they
can seek Uod, nnl that I lu will be near
to hear aud nntwer their prayers. Uur
experience lu the past sixty yoara haa
fully verlUcd the promise thalllomtde
unto His children hundreds ol yours
ago, that those who sought Hlmahould
receive wisdom at Ills hands.

Hut how Is It with regard to the
atlilrs of award? l'or Instance, If
there Is a division among the

Who but tho man upon
whom Uod hat bestowed the Priest-
hood, not only of Aaron, but of
Melchlsodec? Who but this man can
interpose between (actions of the
Halnts, and by the word ol Uod which
ho speaks to the oplo
harmony and union ttnong them, The
Ulthoii haa thla right. If hu does not
eierclso II, lie Is not living up to
his calling. Ho, too, lu regard lo
tho atlalrs of u Htako. Huppose
theroare differences existing between
wards In the Htake, or between s

which belong to the Stake, the
1'rosldent of the Blake I aslhouuthorlty
nnd the right to seek for the Hplrlt of
Uod the spirit of revelation to guhle
him In the courso which hu should
take. Of courso these 1'resldents of
Htakes aud Hlsliops havo aioesstothe
higher authorities of the Church, and
(hey cast seek counssl from them. Hut
tula ahould not eufllce; they ahould
alto have tho testimony of the
Hflrltol Uod, to tell them that
the counsel which they receive
irom tlmo to time Is tho very couuso!
which Uod Himself would give wero
Heheru III person. Homo presidents
uf stakes are so far distant from the
headquarters ot tho Church that thoy
do no have access at all times to Hie
Presidency, and perhaps time would
not permit them tu wrltu for the coun-
sel which they desire; then they havo
tho nrlvllece to ltd to the Lord ntul
receive direct revelation from Htm,
through the Hplrlt of Uod, as to what
courio they shall take. Ho with every
quorum and organization In thu
Church, The Twelve Apostles havo
a quorum superior to them, to whom
they can appeal for counsel
and for guidance whoa thoy
are Inn quandary aa to which course
thoy shull take or which path they
shall follow. The l'rualdoncy of the
Church Is that quorum. At the head
of llmt quorum Is tho man who repre-
sents tne Lord upon the earth, and
who Is Ills mouthpiece. And beyond
bliu, wo can appeal to our I'ather aud
Uod, and II wu seek Him In the proper
wny His Hplrlt will be pourod out upon
us to direct us as to what wo shall do
