How He Was Killed.
The following letter to the father of

Lorenzo James Pascoe, of the Ninth
Ward, has been received, and gives
the particulars of the young man's
deatht t

. ARQENTA, Atom.,
May 26, 1888.

Mr. F. Patcoei
Dear Sir: I forwarded. the remains

ot your son, James PaScoe, to bait
Lake City today. He got killed' ill at
tempting to pass over the shaft, when
the bucket was descending from tbe
surface to tbe station below, where he
was working. He was at the sccona
station and the bucket was going to the
third station about siuy-nv- e ieet
lower down. At the f time ne was
crossing over there was another man,
Tom Cameron, crossing too, but
Cameron escaped, he being out
ot the reach of the oucaet. ine
shaft is an Inclined one, and when
your son went over he kept on
the foot wall side. He must have
seen tbe bucket coming; but was un
able to get out ot the way, ana ne
threw np his hand to save himself. He
had some drills in his hand and tbe
bucket struck them lirst tnus
making the wounds in his head.
There was no one present at
the time but Tom Cameron, and
be cannot tell ' much about how
he got struck. "Cameron savs mai
it ras not half a minute from the time
he last saw him alive until the accl --

dent occurred; jYour son feH at the tnira station.
