Sol only ullllm l.ldera not collect
money fiom the Bamoatu, but
out lu them whenever the opportunity
ollVred thu advlaabllllf of their getllug
together aa much aa they could derive
from their landt and pay o!f their own
liidebledneas before ImpoTerlahlug
themaelvra by turning their lurant
Into other channels.
