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perfectionsone and imperfections of poor fallen
tianaturelare and having accomplished the

thing he came into thehe world to do having hathad
tato grapple with the hypocrisy corruption weak
dan and imbecility of man having met wilwith
temptation and trial in all itsit various formsforma and
lovovercomeersome he hapo become A faithful high

priesteat to intercede for usua in the everlasting
kingdom of hishid father he knows how to esti
nate and put a proper value upon human nature

torfor he having been placed in the somesame pcposition
as we were knows how to bear with our weak-
nesses and infirmities and can fully comprehend
the depth power and strength of the afflictions
and trials that men have to cope with in this i1

world and thus understandingly and by expe-
rience he can bear with them as a father and inan
elder brother

it is necessary also that we inasmuch as we
profess that we are aiming at the same glory
exaltation power ndd blessings in the eternal
world pass through the same affliction endure
the same privations conquer as he conquered
and overcome as he did and thus by integrity
truth virtue and purity by a high minded and

k honorable course before god angels and men
I1 secure for ourselves an eternal exaltation in the

eternal world as he did
the world at the present time tois all confused

and itseems to me sometimes that even we have
made very little profproficiency indeed according to0
the light and intelligence god has commentcommuni-
cated to usas but what hasha the world done
whether you look at it morally religiously
philosophically or politically or what way you
please you will find it is all a chaotic massman
confusion disorderf weakness corruption and
vice of every kind is abounding and the whole
world seems to be confused and retrograding
they have departed from the principles god
has laid down for the guidance direction and

mensupport of the human family they have for-
saken him the fountain of lavintliving waters and
hewn out to themselves cistacisterns broken cisterns
that can hold no water

I1 shall not at the present examine particularly
their philosophy or politics these things you are
already acquainted with for you have had more
or less to do with them you have seen their
weakness andnd incompetency to accomplish any-
thing they desire in times past and there is
no project they have put on foot at the present
time if carried out to the farthest extent ac-
cording to the most desires of its aavo
cites would not be capable of producing hap-
piness to the human family

I1 shall not enter into a detail of these things
at the present but merely make this statement
suffice it to say that we have been satisfied of
these things years ago and therefore have come
here havehare we come here because we expect
to become more rich no have we united
with this church because we expect to become
more honorable in the eyes of the world no
I1 think it would have been the last ashiphip we

shouldhould have boarded if that had been what we
sought this reminds me of a minister that I1
once conversed with in england he wanted a
little private conversation after having had some
public debate with me said hebe eldereider taylor
isin there any way you know of that I1 can be
saved without uniting with your chirch
these were the feelings that most of us had
when we first heardbeard the gospel

mormonism is the first impression and
the mormonscormons are looked upon as being deluded
fanatics and toolsfools the of the earth 11

I1 this is the way that we have been looked upon
and it is the light that we looked upon it our-
selves at the first when I1 first read about the
gospel preachedpreaphed by the latter day saints I1
thoughoughtttit was nothing akin to religion and I1
presume now in england and the united states
particularly since they have heard some ofbf the

late doctrines which have been proclaimed they
think it is nothing like religion I1 know what
their feelings are and I1 know that nothing but

sterlingasterling desire to do the will of god will cause
men to endure the contumely and reproach of
their fellow men and associate themselves with
the people denominated latter day saints or
mormonscormonsMor mons we hadbad si feelings to these
ourselves and we united with this people be-
cause we considered there was truth associated
with their religion or we never would have be-
come converts to it we would never have been
here but we should have been with the world
and following in their path but we are here
the world have their ideas and we have ours
1 was going to say they think they are right
but on reflecting a inomomentment I1 am led to think
they do not think so butbat they are at a loss to

I1 know how to mend themselves the difference
between them and us is they think they do not
know a better way than that they are pursuing
we think we do and some of us know we do I1
Cconfessconfess myself that if I1 knew no other religion
than the religions that are propagated abroad I1
would not be a religious man at all but I1 would
lay it all aside as sosomethingmethin9 beneath my notice
and worship god according to my own judg-
ment independent of the opinions of man as
the great supreme of the universe without
having any regard to the ridiculous dogmasdogma
taught in the world many find fault and blameblam
the infidel community and say that none but
scoundrels would be associated with them etcate
the most intelligent men in the world are found
aamong the infidel class of soeisocietyety they see a
variety of sects and parties contending for all
kinds of conflicting dogmas they know that
persecution and wrong have prevailed under the
cloak of religion causing many to be impri-
sonedS and put to death in fact there has been
noao inhumanity barbarity or cruelty equal to
that practisedpracticed by the professors of religion hu
manity shudders at the thought and yet the
hypocrites tentell us it is all for the love of god
that all are actuated by the love of god and do
it for the benefit of the human familyfAi nily

the catholics have killed protestants by
thousands and vice versa and yet we must
believe it is for the love of god and for the
welfare of souls can I1 think that god has
anything to do with influencing such a course
of conduct no what can there be more
ridiculous fotfor iniinstancetance at the present day than

christian nations flfighting with each other
and both borshiworshippingwor shippingapi

in the same jod and whose
ministers call upon todgod as thetheyy say inin sitsin-
cerity

what for perfor god to destroy their

enemies their brother christians who are going
to the same heaven the other party prays fforor
the same thing and when both have been pray-
ing then comes the clang of armies the deadly
strife the groans of the dying blood carnage
indaad desolation and after thetheyy have got through
the victorious party thank god that he has given
them the victory over their enemies

this kind of christian feelings does exist I1
speak of this as one circumstance what can
I1 thinkchink of such priests and of such prayersprayersP I1
think just as much of one as I1 would of the other
but what would you think of the gullibility of
the people who would listen to such things
would I1 be gulled by such inconsistencies
not if I1 had my reason at the present time
take christians in generalcre which you know
we all suppose to be the bestbeet people in the world
and one half of their time is spent in polemical
essays and strife and I1 think sometimes our
idereelders engage too much in that matter and are
too belligerent butbat I1 am not surprised at it
because they have come from that school and
been trained in that element they seem to
have the bump of combativeness well developed
for almost the very first thing that many do
when they go out to preach is to runran against
them and their principles we are not among
them here but gathered out from them and if

I1 we refer to their inconsistencies it is that we
may comprehend our own and the position of
others

here is catholicism presbyterianism and all
other ISMS who worship the same god though
their doctrines precepts and belief are not the
same they think different and worship different
and each party sends all to hell in a wholesale
manner who differ from them and if god was
no more merciful than they are we should find
ourselves all there together this is the way
things exist down iuin the world if it was not

for the religion I1 profess which gives me to
know something about it by revelation for my-
self I1 would not have anything to do with rel-
ie

on at all I1 would worship god the best I1
lew howbow endand act justly and honorably with my

neighbor which I1 believe thousands of that class
of men called do at the present day

but I1 never world submit to be gulled with the

nonsense that exiana in the world under the
name of religion I1

what is 4t ikei fht we believe in we be-
lieve in faitt6 restoration of all things we be-
lievelie we that god hshas spoken from the heavens if
I1 did not believe he had I1 would not be here
we believe that angels have appeared that the
heavens have been opened we believe in eter-
nal principles in an eternal gospel an eternal
priesthood in eternal communications and asso-
ciationsciations everything associated with the gospel
that we believe in is eternal if it were not so I1
would want nothing to do with it I1 do not
want to profess and worship a god because this I1

one that one or the other does it and not know
whether I1 am right and those whom I1 imitate
not know any more than myself whether they
are right or wrong I1 profess to know for my-
self and if I1 did not know for myself I1 would
have nothing to do with it

acting upon this principle I1 associated my-
self with the latter day saints I1 preach that
doctrine which I1 verily believe with my whole
soul I1 believe in its principles because there
is something intelligent about it for instance
if I1 am an eternal beinbeingI1 I1 want something that
is calculated to satisfy ttethe capacious desires of
that eternal mind irI1 I1 am a being that came
into the world yesterday and leave it again
tomorrowto morrow I1 might as well have one religion as
another or none at all let us eat and drink
for tomorrowto morrow we die if I1 am an eternal
being I1 want to know somethingn about that1eternity with which I1 am associateassociate I1 marittowant to
know something about god the devil heaven
and hell if hell is a place of misery and hea-
ven a place of happiness I1 want to know how
to escape the one and obtain the other if I1
cannot know asomething about these things which
are to come in the eternal world I1 have no reli-
gion I1 would not have any I1 would not give a
straw for it it would be too low and groelinggrovelling
a consideration for a man of intelligence inin the
absence of this knowledge if there is a god
I1 want a religion that supplies some means of
certain and communication with him
if there is a heaven I1 want to know what sort of
a place it is if there are angels I1 wantnt to
know their nature and their occupation and of
what they are composed if I1 am an eternal
being I1 want to know what I1 am to do when I1

get through with time ghather I1 plant
corn and hoe it or be engaged in some other emcm

I1 do not want any personperron to tell me
about a heaven that is beyond the bounds of
time and space a place that no person can
possibly know anything about or ever get there
if theythey did I1 do not wish any person to frigh-
ten me nearly to death by telling me about a hell
where inners are roasted upon grid irons and
tossed up by devils upon pitchforkspitch forks and other
sharp and pointed instruments

thesetheme notions are and have come
from the old mother church I1 have a catholic
book containing pictures of devils boastinroasting
sinners on grid irons tossingtoning them about wiwith
pitchforks and snares and dragons devouringdevurlev winging
them ac which I1 have brought with me from
the old country

the protestants aream indebted to the catholics
for all this blessed information and all the glory
associated with it and I1 suppose the catholics
are indebted to some of the ancient painters for
it I1 want nothing to do with such things I1
care nothing about them but as inan intelligent
being itif I1 have a mind capable of reflection I1
wish to contemplate the works of nature and
to know something of natures god and my
destiny I1 love to view the things around me
to gaze upon the sun moon and stars to study
the planetary system and the world we inhabit
to behold their beauty order and harmony and
the operation of existence around me I1 can see
something more than that mean jargon those
childish quibbles this heaven beyond the
bounds otof time and space where they have
bothinnothing to do but sit and sing themselves away
to everlasting blissI1 or go0 and roast on grid irons
there is nothing like thatA t to be found in nature
every thing is beautifully harmonious and per-
fectly adapted to the position it occupies in the
world whether you look at birds beasts or the
human system you see something exquisitely
beautiful and harmonious and worthy of the
contemplation of all intelligence what is mans
wisdom in comparison to it

I1 could not help but believe there is a god
if there was no such a thing as religion in the
world if we look at man with the best and
most exalted talents you can find what do they
know or comprehend or what can they do in
comparison to the works of god what is
there that is worthy of notice in all the machinmabbin
ism of men with all their intelligence and sci-
ence combined and upon which they have been
improving from year to year and from genera-
tion to generation what do they know to the
present time if you look at their governments
you wesee none of them pursuing their legitimate
object of promoting the happiness of the world
but they are engaged in watching each other for
evil and destroying themselves and one another
for this purpose they have organized armies
navies and customhousecustom housebouse officers ac in order
to support their own peculiar locality and in-
terestste rests independent orof anything else or any
regard to the restreet of mankind theyy look upon
each other as upon as many thieves and main-
tain their armies and navies for self defence
against intrusions of their neighboring brother
robbers

such is the nature of the main organization
of the nations at the prepresentent time butI1ut if we
look back for a few ages we shall discover that
where the most mighty nations existed genera
eions ago it is now a desolate waste and a
howling wilderness

we are now occupying a place that was a
wilderness before we commenced to people it
butbat which was densely populated generations
areago such is the case in a great measure withrapalestinelestine babylon and many parts of the assy-
rian empire changes have been goingi onn con-
tinually and the ambition of man hasas desolated
nations overturned kingdoms depopulated em-
pires overthrown countries and millions have
had to welterwelte in their gore this has been the
wisdom of gentile government with all their
intelligence and philosophy

weW look again at the works of god and see
nothing exhibited there but perfection harmony
symmetry and order if we look at the plane-
tary system we see this principle beautifully
and most perfectly maintained immense
dinplanetsnets revolve round our sun and our
sun and this system and others with their sys-
tems round another and it and innumerable
other suns and systems with our own around
another yet greater and more magnificent I1 and
so millions ofof systems move in their order until
it is past our comprehension and yet every-
thing is beautiful perfect and harmonious if
it was otherwise itif the kingdoms of god were
governed by the same confused order of things
that is characteristic of the government of this
world we should have planet dashing against
planet in wild confusion and millions orof their
inhabitants sent to desolation in a moment

gods works are perfect if you examine
vegetation how beautiful it isin who is there
that can imitate it we can see some painterspainter
who have managed to make rough daubs in
imitation one of the greatest feats that a
painter ever did was to paint to curtain so per-
fectly as to deceive another painter so that he
went forward to draw it aside to exhibit a pic-
ture behind it there are millions of curtains
in the works of nature which spring forth from
the works of god by that light which is in
them which is imparted to them by the great
elvheimEl we see men who areara considered very
talented whose names are handed down to
posterity as great sculptors or painters their
works are among the ancient ruins and echi

baited itsas specimens of artistic skill that men may
see how intelligent their forefathers were and
what isin it they had wisdom to mimakeke some
thing like a man or a beast but break off an

aarmm or leg andabd all that remains is but a lifeless
piecebece of matterimatter though the outlines may be i

truerue to nature and in this alone consists their
beauty and the skill of the artist but there is
no life in them and they fall far short of the
perfection beaubeautyty and symmetry as it is seenopen
inn the human syrsystemtern or any other animal
look upon a man he is a perfect wingbeing he isis
perfect inside and outside if you remove the
skin the perfect covering of ttetile human form
hee nerves musmuscleses arteriesrteries geiaseins anand every
thithingI1 ng necenecessary for this peculiar system are
there found in perfect harmony and in every
way adapted to make complete a livinliving9 moving
machine not only soco but he is an intelligent

tdwinging ccapable of reflecting thinking aactingI1

and movinaalv
ing we profess to know a great deald eff

but what of our philosophy who is there can
tell me by what power I1 lift up my right arm
if that cannot be told what do we knowknowd

how far shoshort then are we of that intelli-
gence that governs the universe and regulates
all the works of nature I1 look at the bones of
the mammoth and it tells me of something that
was I1 can gaze upon anaa elephant as it dowBOW is
a mighty ponderous moving machine with
strength energy and power W bo planned and
contrived thesethen mighty I1 look again at
the a thousand of which can floatboat
in a drop of water and I1 see by means of a
powerful glass its veins and muscles and 6every-

organized the one regulates the other man isin
mian intelligent being butut how far does hisbis intel-
ligence fall short of that which regulates the
world he cannot even govern himself he
never was able to do itI1 and never will be ameable
until he receives that wisdom and intelligence
which comes from gotgod if every man can ob-
tain intelligence of thatdrat kind and from that
source which governs the world and keeps in
order all thepthe planetaryI1 systemssy and adapts every
fish fowl andaid insect to Usits own peculiar position
in the world and supplies all their wants if he
can receive it from god as his instructor he is
then able to governvern himself possessing intelli-
gence which he now knows nothing about an
intelligence which indeed is worthy of god and
man if I1 cannot have a portion of that intel-
ligence and that wisdom itif the great elvheim
cannot impart a portion ot that spirit to me
and teach me the same lessons that he under-
stands I1 want nothing to do with a system of
theology at all

I1 believe in obtaining from himihim intelliintelligencejence
to enable me to comprehend all the works of
god to comprehend all the purposespurpose of god
and if I1 cannot know something of these I1 am
altogether in the background and shall not be
able to comprehend my true position in society
and for what I1 came into the world

what are we we are noble intelligent
beings bearing the impress of jehovah with
all our imperfections we can reflect upon things
back and things to come our minds are ca-
pable of flying from one part of the earth to the
other in less than a moment of time we can
contemplate things we did in the years orof our
infancy and thousands of miles distant from
our present position and in another moment
contemplate things that are ahead of us that
is a degree of wisdom and intelligence which
god has imparted unto us and which we may
improve as intelligent beings and having tasted
of the fountain go and drink and participate
more fully in all these blessings which are in
store for us

I1 have often been amused at the narrow con-
tracted ideas of men when I1 have looked
abroad in the worl dand seen their cogitations and
calculations in their writings owono man believes
in justification by faith another in justification
by works some believe in one thing and
some in another all have their own becupeculiar1 aar
ideas unguided and ungoverned I1by the onlyoily
legitimate rule and standard of truth the living
and eternal priesthood of god and few can
extend their charity sufficiently far to believe
it is possible that some will be saved as well as
themselves but some few thousands of people
are going to heaven and all the rest to hell is the
prevailing belief and if a few reach haven
besides them they think it will be a hard
chance

the protestants believe the catholics are all
in error and pack the whole church off to hell
as the mother of harlots without any trouble or
without even a sighI1 h and the old mother inis
just as uncharitablene towards her daughters for
they are her offspring and she sendssend the whole
of them unceremoniously to the 9sameme place
the catholics and protestants are generally
united in sending all the and
heathen there

in discussing with a minister on the princi-
ples of mormonism before I1 got through with
him he nearly destroyed and cast away the
whole of the bible in his zeal to destroy my
faith he threw away one book after another
until but a small portion remained so it is
with the religious world generally achfachf one
packs off his neighbor to hell so that few ifany
will get to heaven after they have made their
selections of the worthy ones and put them
right as they think

others will take every body to heaven no
matter who or what they are the latter is as
ridiculous as the former although there is some-
thing more pleasing in that idea I1 must confess
than in the other the only thing I1 would hate
in it is being associated with a multitude of
cut throats and blacklegsblack legs for instance the
old world wwasam cut off through their wickedness
and corruption I1 could not think it right of
the lord to take all those wicked fellows straight
to heaven because they were wicked and un-
worthy and leave noah and his family to com-
bat with the troubles of earth because they were
righteous but such arean the ideas otof men
while some aream all charity others have none at
all I1 have sometimes thought that we mor
mons are almost as uncharitable as others

I1 believe god has a great design inin view in the
creation of the human family I1 do not believe
that an all wise being would ever make a beau-
tiful world line this and people it with maninan and
a multiplicity of other kindskindi of beings destined
to exist upon it and all for no purpose I1 do
not believe that millions of people that live
in china in a state of heathen darkness are cre-
ated to live in this state and be damned because
they have not the right religion I1 do not be
lieve that all the nations that worship various
kinds of idols in different partsparta of the earth
and know nothing about the true god will be
consigned to burn in fire hereafter because they
knew no better than worship altheyas they do leanican
not receive any such ideas into my mind alt-
hough I1 was going to say I1 am not a

but I1 am and I1 am also a presbyterian and
a roman catholic and a methodist in short I1
believe in every true principle that is imbibed
by any person or sect and reject the false if
there is any truth in heaven earth or hell I1
want to embrace it I1 care not what shape it
comes in to me who brings it or who believes
in it whether it is popular or unpopular truth
eternal truth I1 wish to float in and enjoy

now I1 come to us mormonscormonsMor mons we are the only
true church so we say we have got the only i

true faith so we say and believe 1I1 believe we
have got many great and true principles revealed
from uiethe heavens I1 will tell you how I1 feelfee aboutlabout
it and what I1 have saidodd many times when I1 have
been abroad among the priests peopleople and philos-

and four make twenty I1 will take out the truth
and leave the error

then you believe that we as mormonscormons have
got truth yes I1 do anda ad for this reasonmaxon I1
have traveled extensively in most of the states of
the union and in Cacanada also in england ire-
land audand scotland in the isle of man of jersey
and other islands of the sea in france germany
belgium and other parts of the earth and I1 have
not yet seenawn a man who could find one error in
doctrine or principlerin ciple connected with the religion
of the L SD saints I1 do not talk of practice
godgd knowsknown there is too much delinquency among
us I1 speak ofpresle

then if you have got a thing that nobody cancam
overturn but can be sustained everywhere
that bids defiance tot the wisdom and intelligence of
the world to find one fault in it you must say it is
right untilantil it is proved to be wrong can anybody
prove to you that two multiplied by two makes
six there are certain things that aream matters of
feetfact two multiplied by two make four and two
parallel lines infinitely extended will never meet
at right angles but runran to eternity these truths
demonstrate themselves no cancanman can alter these
matters of fact and if I1 have got principles which
aream out of the power of man to interfere with I1
consider they aream right and I1 stand upon them asan
a sure foundation
w on the other handband am I1 to think it uis right be-
cause I1 am right to send everybody elseelm to hell
no I1 will leave them in the hands of god he
has told roeme tto10 preach the gospel to every creature

he that believethbelieveth and is baptized shall be saved
and he that believethbelieveth not shall be damned he
has told me to do this and how many millions of
mankind are therethen who have never heard the

gospel and are they goigoingng to be damned for not
believingiieving in a thing they have not heard and that
never came within their range and that they have
not the slightest knowledge of no what is it
we have got to do we must spread forth the
light of the gospel why because god has
communicated a system of religion which is cal-
culated to ennoble and exalt the human family

the world is confused it is in darkness and ig-
norance and knows nothing about god his pur-
poses designs or the object of his creations
god knows how to touch my understanding and
how to touch theirs and if they live and die with-
out a knowledge of god and his laws we aream
told that they will be judged according to the light
they havohave and not according to that they have
notnol thosethom that have lived without law will be

am I1 going to weep over the condition of the
world no god made it and if hebe suffers
millions to dwell upon ttit in ignorance of him I1
have nothing to do with itit all I1 have to do is
when god senodeop me to go where he sends me
and teach the people the principles of light intel-
ligence and truth so far as I1 know them and no
further and if they reject them it is none of my
business in many instances they do it for want
of information and according to the government

raft prejudices etc etc of which they are
under the dominion it is difficult for them to com-
prehend correct principles when they hear them
or to know the light when they seeam it shine the
light in darkness and the darkness corncom

it not they understand many
things perhaps better than you do but they do
not understand the principles of the gospel as you
do for want of the lightfight of the spirit of god no
man can understand that without the spirit

A great many among the prevailing sects of the
day have to some considerable extent encompass-
ed sea and land to make proselytesprose lytes and in the
majority of instances where they have been suc-
cessfulcess ful they have made them ten fold more the
children of hell than they were before they
havenave taught them hypocrisy and evil of many
kinds of walten they were ignorant before they
do not understand how to propagate true princi-
ples for they do not understand them themselves
and howbow can they teach them to otheothersrii butbat I1
will leave them and let them go

we mormonscormons think that we have made a won-
derful stretch for we say that auall israel is going to
be saved and we believe we are of israel and
that we shall be gathered into the fold with them

and when we are gathered in with all the isra-
el of godgoa as we call them that have lived in the
various ages of the world up to the present time

I1 wonder if there were no other men of faith
besides abraham lameisaac and jacob that existed
previous to their days and if therethem were I1
wanwantt to know if they knew anything about god
and obtained propromise for their offoffspringspring I1 will
go a little further than old abraham and say 1 I1
