Jogical authority; they ar simple and
easily underst.ot;d; their adoption
subjects no one to the suspicion of
try or eecentricity; they find
abundant analogies thru our lan-

There i absolutely no good reason
why they should not find a place in
every journal in the land.
The rules which hav been adopt-
ed by these associations ar as folows:
(1.) Use “e” for “ea’” when the
short sound of “e” is intended, as
hed, sed, red, helth, welth. (2.)
Omit silent “‘e” after a short vowel,
as hav, giv, liv, definit, infinit, hy-
poerit. (3.) Use “f” for “ph,” as
fantom, filosofer. (4.) Omit one let-
ter from final double consonants, as
shal, wil, sel, eg. (5.) Use “t” in-
sted of ““ed”” when it represents the
sound, as wisht, prest, fusht. (%.)
Omit the silent letters in thru, tho,
altho, ete.

The above rules ar very good, but
[ thipk the fourth could hav been
lmade a little better by being
made a little longer, so as to read:
“Omit one letter from double conso-
nants when jpreceded by a short
vowel, as shal, wil,” etc. If the
rule red thus a double consonant
would indicate a long vowel preced-
ing and wedId therefore e better.

me words need to be respell
with new letters; one, not long azo
yronounct as spelt, as it still is in
{s eompounds al-one, at-one, at-one-
ment, on-ly, should now be spell
wun; “rough” should be spelt ruf,
and so enuf, tuf, gud the like. Would
it not be well for our scholars to
make a note of these things and gov-
ern themselves accordingiy? aiul
espeeially, begin to use the clevn
reformd spellings, which will be
the easieat and most feasible step
toward the desired goal. The good
work has commenct; let each and
every one lend it a helping hand and
it will soon be finisht. There ar sev-
ral pa of considerable prominence
that ﬁav actualy adopted the new
repellihg®. * A great many others ar
in favor of it. Among them ar the
Chicago Tridune, the Utica /leraid,
the Home Journal, the fnter-Ocean,
the Frinecelon Review, the Atlantic
Montldy, the Oberlin News, the To-
ledo IXade and Sceridmer.

The reformers ar meeting with
but little opposition and the people
ar generally acceding to the. refor-
mation. The Inter-Ocean says:

“To the most =anguine observer
some features of the situation are
quite obvious and significant. It is
evident that the people as a mass
are not horrifled at the idea of alter-
ing our spelling, nor are they dis-
gusted with it. Indeed the idea
seems much more palatable than
could have been expected from the
ridicule with which the proposition
used to be met. This is undoubted-
ly due in a large measure to the
eminent scholarship and command-
ing influenceof the men who head
the ‘movement. Whether wise or
unwise, it is the legitimate eflect of
authority. When such distinguish-
ed scholars as Max DMuller, of Ox-
ford, England; Dr. Morris, of (Cam-
bridge; [PProf. Whitney, of Yale;
Prof. Childs, of Harvard, and Prof.
March, of ILafayelte, declare with
sober, persistent and unflinching
earnestness that a reform of Itnglish
spelling I8 a thing that ought to
be accamplished it would Lie a dis-
grace for intelligent people to refuse
to give respectful consideration to
the question. As Professor louns-
dale, of Yale, well says: ‘A reform
which numbers among its advo ates
every living linguistie scholar of any
eminence whatever, which in addi-
tion inecludes every one who hLas
made the scientific study of English
a specialty, may beinexpedient,may
be even harmiul, but it cannot well
be demolished by brief editorials nor
supercillously thrust aside with an
air of jaunty Bulporiorlly.’ *2

The historica olnilection is made
light of by the emineat fllologists.
Max Muller says: “The present spel-
ling in many cases is utterly mis-
leading,” and “no one can honestly
call it either historical or ety mologi-
cal.” Prof. Ellis says: “It admits of
demonstration that fonetic spelling,
€0 far as being a hindrance to ety-
molog;;, is its only sure and safe
guide,” Prof. Marsh '8: “Com-

tiv filology is founded on fon et-

, and no echolar ever works in
this fleld without lamenting the
condition of the English language.**
Prof. Whitney says: “It is the
height of unreason to assert that
our reading of English etymo-
logy I8 in eny manner de-
rendant upon correct historieal spel-
ing.” 8o it seems that it is only
the little great that urge this objec-
tion. *““What the scholars want for
historieal spelling,”’says Prof.March,
“ls a simple and uniform fonetic
system, whjich shall record the cur-
rent E'onnncht.km If the written
word is made a different thing from
the spoken, and has a history of its
own, as in English, the materials of
science are lost. The spoken lan-
guage is the mwost interesting and
important of the creations of man.
The writi,nf Is but the sign of a sign,
of trifliig fmportance in itself, and
its s»roper function, whether as re-
