Public Debt, K le.
Washington, Sept. 1. A loag com-

munication has been received at tbe
Department of State from the Ameri-
can commissioners ol foreign missions
at Boston, containing substantially tbe
same account aa given in tbe press
dispatches of tbe arrest and

ot Missionary Doane, at Ponope,
Carolina Islands, by the Spanish gov-
ernor. The complaint will be at once
transmitted to United States Consul
Volght, at Manilla, with instructions
to ascertain the tacts in the case and
to take the necessary steps to protect'tbe missionary from any unjust treat-
ment.

THE CIVIL SERVICE

Commission has requested tbe Secre-
tary of the Interior to explain why
certain draughtsmen and assistant
topographers have been appointed In
the geological survey without being
required to pass the ctvil service exam-- ,
iuation as required bylaw. It is un-
derstood that Director Powell claims
that be has the power to appoint scien-
tific employes without applying to tbe
commission. The latter Is of the
opinion that the two classes named do
not come under this designation. The
civil service commissioners have under
consideration a plan for a more uni-
form classification ot the clerical force
in the government departments, so
that, for instance, a copyist, whose
salary is six hundred dollars per year,
shall be subject

TO EXAMINATION

in the same way as a copyist whose
salary is nine hundred dollars per an-
num. Tbe commissioners desire to
relieve tbe discriminations that now
exist, by which positions in one de-

partment are exempted from civil ser-
vice rules, while exactly similar pol-lio- ns

in another department come un-
der the rules. Their purpose is to
make tbo classification upon duties
required rather than upon the com-
pensation paid.

liable sources that the supreme court
will affirm the death verdict against
the anarchists when tbey meet at Ot-

tawa next Monday. Tbe opinion in
tbe case will then be filed by the Jus-
tice who made it and It will receive
the signatures cf all the other justices,
who, it would appear, are fully ac-

quainted with the contents. No jus-
tice of the supreme court has given out
this intelligence directly. All of tbem,
in tact, refuse to talk about tbe deci-
sion, but to a friend who recently
asked him about the case, Justice Ma-- gr

uder guardedly said :

"There will be no dissenting opinions
because the justices are all

oy ONE MIND."

It is known that Justice Magruder en-teita-

a very decided opinion about
the merits ot the case, which was not
favorable to the claims of the anarch-
ists, and bis lriends think that if the
opinion which will be filed Tuesday
was for reversing the opinion of the
jury that be would undoubtedly write
a dissenting opinion.
