By this method of busl-
ness all competition s destroyved, and
the farmers, stockmen and consumers
are at the mercy of one of the most
far-reaching ‘trustg' ever organlzed In
thix country,

ous when you consider that fifteen
months ago No. 1 beef, on the hoof, sold
in Chicago from 87,560 to $8.65 per hun-
dred,  Today the same quallty of beef
brings but from $3.5806 to $5.40 per hiun-
dred pounds, a decline of fully $3 per
hundred or 830 per head for a 1,000+
pound animal.
