still it flows and courses throughtne tKuy. l nave noticed an aged
person, and seen his pulse begin to
falter, as though the machinery of
life were about to stand still, after
having been In motion for perhaps
sixty or one hundred years, duringwhich time that pulse had con-
tinued to beat without any action
ou his. part, day and night, asleep
or awake. There ia another princi
ple that Uod has planted within us,
which we call breathing. We con
tinue to breathe, and what ellott
of the will does It require? No more
than it does to cause the blood to
flow. We are machines: God has
made us and he is our Father. lie
has planted within ua the breath of
life and we continue to Inhale and
breathe day After day. month after
montn, and, year after year. And
wnen tnat stops, wnat tben? Just
the Bame as when the blood ceases
to circulate in our veins. we pass
away. And yet these emanate
from Uod, and they are planted
within us, and we have nothingmuch to do with them. We have
organs, and it seems as if the Lord
plays in them; in his hands is the
breath of life, and in him we live
and move from day to day and from
year to year, because he sufiers us
to. He once Bald to his disciples:
"Take no thought for your life.
what you shall eat; neither for your
body, what you shall put on. The
life is more than meat, and the
body is more than raiment. Con
sider the ravene: for they neither
stw nor reap; which neither have
storehouse nor barn; and God feed-et- h

them: how much more are ye
better than the fowls?" lie watches
over all, he cares for all. he is inter
ested in all; and in him we live,
move and have our being.

What next? Are we mortal? Yes.
Are we Immortal? Yes. Have we
to do with .tlmt? Yes. We have
also to do with eternity. We are
the olxsprlng of Mod; and Uod in
these last days has seen fit to place
us in communication with himself.
He has, through the revelation of
uimpeir ana or iihboo jesus tourist,
by the ministry of holy angels and
by the restoration of the holy priest-
hood which emanates from God,
and by which he himself is gov
erned, placed us in a position where
by we can mini tne object or our
creation. The world generally are
not situated as we are; they do hot
comprehend things as we do, and
hence in many Instances they feel

reception of the Holy Ghost. This
is a way which Uod has appointed

an eternal law whion roan .can
not gainsay nor depart from .any
more than they can from any
other law of God. He has; given
us other views in relation to these
matters. He has revealed things
concerning the :; relationship that
subsists between husband and wife,
between children and parents and
between the various quorum or-

ganizations of his church. He has
placed in our power certain princi-
ples which are the ofispring of God,
which have emanated from him,
In - regard to endowment t and
anointings and other intelligence
which it would not be properuo
speak of.at thepteeent time.

various organizations of the cnurcu
and kingdom of God as thev now
exist udod the earth, all occupying
their own peculiar place and posi
tion.

For my aggran-
dizement? for yours? for my Indiv- -

wen, now. a uttie runner in ro
tation to these things. Shall we
benefit. 'Yes, we will do all the
good we can. - But if men lie and
become fraudulent, and delight in
abominations and are void of prin
ciple then we will say, with him
of old, "My soul enter thou not In-
to their secret, i and mine honor
with him be not thou united." We
are garnered, tiere for the express
purpose or carrying out the purpos
es of Clod; the world, however, do
not understand it. But I tell you
what they will do, by-and-- by. You
will see them flocking to Zlon by
thousands and tens of thousands;
and they will say, "We don't know
anything about your religion, we
don't care much about religious
matters, but you are ' honest and
honorable, and upright and Just,
and you nave a good, last and se
cure government, and we want td
put ourselves under your protec
tion, for we cannot feel safe any-
where else."

love the Lord thy God with all thy
heart, with all thy might, with all
thy soul, with all thy strength, and
thy neighbor - as thyself." We
have hardly got! to that yet; but

preferring his neighbor. That part
of it we will let alone awhile. But
