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ing organized the Saints into
Htakes. appointing Bishops, and
having them ordained, in all parts
of our Territory, having fulfilled
and completed the work, the Lord
has taken him home to himself.

We heard, this forenoon, respect
ing the Prophet isujao; tne Lioru
had !a great work fur him to per
form; he lived to accomplish it,
and he knew then that the time
bad come for him to depart and
leave tho children of Israel. He
wai taken up to heaven. The Pro-

phet lirlgham, too, had his work to
icrforuj: he lived to do it, 'and he
has parsed away In peace., beloved
liv his people.

Thf9 is the second time ni'ine
history of the Church of Jesus
Christ of Litter-da- y Saints, when
the Twelve 'have stepped lorward
fa the proper authorities, to bear off
this kingdom, and to preside over
the Church. Joseph was irnour
midst but a few year. The Lord
called him to lay the foundation of
thl-- j work; he gave iiirn revelations
before tbe rise of tbe Church. He
ordained him and Oliver
Cowdery to the Apostleehlp,
giving . them the authority
and power and olllce and
priesthood, to . perform: the things
necessary in tbe future organlza
tlon of the Church; giving line up
on line, precept upon precept, from
time to time.to instruct the various
councils of the Church In regard to
their several duties. He having
performed the work, God requiredat his hands, was taken away; the
Lord saw proper to remove hhn
from our mjdet. The authority
then devolved .upon the Twelve
and upon the "priesthood of the
Twelve. Another First Presidencywas appointed about three years7
and six months after the martyr
dom of Joseph. During that time
the Liord was witn the Twelve,
in every duty, and a' great work
was accomplished, during that
period, by them. The greater part
of the Temple in Nauvoo was
built by the Twelve, after ' the
death of the Prophet. Endow
ments were given in that Temple,
by the Twelve, while presiding
over the Church. Healings and
blessings in behalf of the living
and the dead, were performed in
that Temple. All the ordinances
necessary on that occasion were ad
ministered, under the presidency
and lurisdictiou of the Twelve. And
not only this, but the Lord enabled
them to lead the people forth,
through an unexplored country, to
select a location for them. Having
done thhs they returned in the
latter part of the year 1S17, to the
camps located on tne Missouri
river.

I meuliou tliee things to show
you, that the Twelve wero not idle
after the death of Joeeph, but took
tho lead, and organized the camps
of Israel, and presided over all tbe
authorities in the midst of these
camps. . - t .' " -- 1

lu tho-- e tlays, Bonie irsonf", Ig--
norant of the authority of an Apos- 1

tie, questioned the 'right of the
Twelve to preside, but 1 would ask.
what authority ever existed in tho
church that the Twelve ,do not
hold? I would further enquire had
tho First Presidency any efflca that
the Twelve had not? If thoy have,
where did they get ll? - Do you
know? Another Firet Presidency
of thefjhurcli were organized,
three years and n half, after the
death of Joseph. If they held any
higher authority, then they must
have received it by direct comma
nlcatlon from the heavens. Hut it
is known that they leceived it by
the voice of the Council of the
Twelve, with all the authorities of
the kingdom of God te back them
un.tWe have be n taught.ever since
the Twelve were cuoben, that they
held all the power of the Melchis- -
edec priesthood, all the power of
the A posllesblp that could Ie con
ferred upon mortal man. Hence,
when iiyrum Smith was taken out
of the First Presidency and ap-
pointed to another calling, not to
another office In the Apostleehlp,
was it not the province of the
Twelve to tet him apart ?

My mission, as is.well knowu.was
to go to England, for the purpose of
printing tne uook or Mormon, ana
the Book or Doctrine and Uove
nmts, according to the phono type
PTstem of Pitman. I will here
state, that Fltman'a system of
phonetics has been changed ana re--
chanced, in England, so many
times, that it has nnany ana al
most entirely dropped out of use, in
that (niinir. l'itmtn tit ill nnn
tinuea to publish a periodical in
which heglres his present forms of
type ; or characters, and present
forms of spelling, but his paper is
more particularly aavocaueg me
system of khort-han- d writing, or
phonography, which is quite popu
lar In Ennland. nr maKing in
quiry, I found that one of the bro
thers. Hen. Pitman, in consequence
of the numerous alteration that
were being made, was dlfguted,
and came to America to see if he
could establish a system upon a
little different principle. A certain
wealthy gentleman, in our country,
became Interested In the enterprise,
and he. by wi! advanced. money-w a..to publish an extensive dictionary
u Don the roneuc principle, a
little different alphabet was adopt
ed in our country from that which
was used lu xnelanu. - Alter ex
amlning these dinerent systems, I
concluded that, in some very few
reoDecu. they were an in error.
These errors constated mostly in tUq
mode of spelling. . bomo have
adopted , one standard, and soma
another; and having examined ine
different systems closely and pare--

fully, I finally concluded to accept
the American pnoneuo aipnaoei,
with the exception of two or three
characters, and also to spell accord
ing to the American pnoneuo uio-tlcnar- y,

with some slight altera-
tions,

house In JLondou to furul.h the
pbonotype, and most of it had ar-
rived In Liverpool, Jost as I 'was
called home.
