Article 4 of "An act providing for
the Incorporation or cities" approv-
ed March 8, 1SSS, on page &S of the
IlevisrtI Ordinances ot Salt Iiake
City, subdivision 2 er article 4 or
said art, among tbe powers of tbe
council is the following: "Tu appro-
priate money for corporate purposes
only." it is quite clear that

tlie Fourth ofJul Is net a
"corporate purpoee." Dillon, In bis
work on municipal corporations,
vol. 1, page 17C, section U0, third
edition, states that "without ex
press authority a public roqioratlon
cannot make a contract to provide
t t celebratinc tlie Fourth of July;

Lliarly, this corporation cannot
make tho appropriation without a
elear and paljable violation of tlie
law.
