Col. Goéthéls Has to Revolution-
ize System Under Which For-
eigners Are Employed.

WERE SIMPLY SOLDIERING.

Were Removed from Fear of Dismis-
sal, and Almost on the Verge
Of Insubordination.

Waoshington, May 1lL-—With view
Yo ending the inefliciency and practical
fnsubordination among the Spanish,
falian and Grecian labovers on the
isthmian canal Chairman Goethals has
had to revolutionize the system under
which European labor is employed
there. He has given notice to the
consuls from these covntries that le
intends to place the laborers from
their respective countriés on the same
footing that Americans must labor ou
the canal. ;

On account of the contractual obli-
gations, recognized by the canal comn-
ylssion importing Furopean laborers,
they' have been permitied hitherto to
vetain their specinl checks which en-
titled them to receive 200 cents  an
hour, American currency, even: though
thelr services were unsatisfuctorvy, This
has resulted in the BBuropean labor-
ars deliberately redveing the output of
their work to such an extent that all
the superintendents and forenen are
unanimously of the opinion that the
efficiency of the contract labor is much
lesg than a year ago,

Col.  Goethals has anuounced that
henceforth  Buropean contract  labor-
ers will have their special contracts
revokod, Jjust as Americans, in case
thelr sorvices dre unsatisfactory in
such event, they may be re-emploved
at wages commensurate with the aer-
vices rendered or may bhe deniod work
ontirely.
