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utah has always been an active sup-
porter of the cause of education be-
fore the pioneers had inhabited this in-
hospitable soil a twelvemonth a teach-
ing system for the young was estab-
lished the first needs of all were of
course subsistence the next raiment and
the nextdext shelter to secure these un-
der such circumstances even of the
most indifferent character was a mat-
ter of such extreme difficulty and con-
tinuous effort as to well night preclude
other things which were not so im-
mediatelyinedia tely necessary yet the matter
of keeping the youthful mind in such
training as was eltat all possible and
thereby implanting and maintaining a
desire for knowledge was never neg-
lected As the people grew in numbers
and possessions the schools kept steady
march with the pace of advancement
and there has been no falling off or
slackening atait any time on the con-
trary at all reasonable times the sub-
ject has received practical and im-
proved attention until now our educa-
tional system from beginning to end is
not far behind that of the oldest
of the states while very tarfar ahead of
that of any of the new ones
I1 let the good cause go on uninterrupt-
ed until splendid educations along prac-
tical aft well as mental lines shall be-
come the rule and lack of them the very
rare exception the percentage of il-
literacy iaA utah as compared with bhat
of any other state of the union is very
low indeed not quite so low as that of
two or three but lower than the great
majority and asaa low as many that were
in organized existence long before utah
waswaa settled it should be and no doubt
estheis the desire otof all our people to make
that undesirable among our
population still smaller and smaller un-
til eventually it disappears altogether
sadand our fair commonwealth contains
not one resident who is sound of mind
and of the age ofo f accountability that
cannot read and write it would be a
grand consummation indeed one that
would make a splendid showing and
one that would amount to the largest
return for the means invested of any
enterprise within our midst in no
place under the sun are taxes paid
moreore freely for educational purposes
and one of the reasons for this is the
very thing above suggested thath people

practically not an entity at all at least
none of it passes

most of the readers of american his-
tory are no doubt familiar wiwithth the
conditions which existed for some
time prior to the revolution whenwhan
tobacco got to be tolerably abundant
it became a recognized means of ef-
fecting and discharging
debts different kinds of shells had
previously served the purpose and
finally a paper medium known as con-
tinentaltin currency having no other
basis than the stability of the prov-
inces and the flatflait of the local law-
makers was used all of this does but
serve the purpose of showing that the
further we progress in enlightenment
and altruism the nearer do we come
tofco completing a cycle which is marked
at the beginning with an absence of
money and proceeds to a finish by grad-
ually dispensing with it it hashag mys

qualities however whether exist-
ing as a tangible reality or only as a
fiction which amounts to nothing more
than the mere knowledge that the
money is in accessible existence a
knowledge which in most oasescases greatly
diminishes if it does not actually ex-
tinguish the desire to see the money

one of the great men of our day one
who is constantly delving into science
was once asked why he did not lecture
or write for pay his financial circum-
stances being so humble his reply was
characteristic and amounted to a valu-
able suggestion too cant afford to
my time is too valuable to justify my
wasting it in making money

a child a nuisance and goodness hy-
pocrisypocrisy that evil tois detection friend-
ship humbug generogenerosity I1imbecilityty
aaiandd thatthal money tois everything
