Tiiebe aro certain politicians In
Arizona who, liko their fellows in
Utah, earnestly desire the disfran-
chisement of the"iformons,' They
also used the "polygamy" cry as
long as it was of any use. Xow
they will have to use another, and
will probably still further Imitate
tire Utah plotters by claiming that
as the ".Mormons" aro generally
united In their political efforts, tbey
ought to be disfranchised because of
their union and because It Is not
used in favcr of their political ene-
mies.

The following editorial, which
appears in the rrescott, Arizona,
tburifr, la a brief but forcible and
manly defense of our friends in that
Territory:

"We do not assume to apologize for
the Mormons, but to like to see
square and impartial justice mctcd out
to all men no matter what thoir relig-

ious belief may be. We are person-
ally acquainted with many Morxnon
m Arnona who in point of individual
morality, intelligence, respect of the
law, industry and citizsnship aro far
superior to their tradacsrs. As men,
let us deal fairly with our fellows
and as partisans let us stand upon a
platform of equal justice to all and not
Moop to questionable schemes to
carry out ourdosire?,aad wo will com-

mand reopect rather than tho con-

tempt this unreasonable and unjust
attempt at disfranchisement merits."

There aro a number of our co-

religionists In CoIoraJo nnd we are
pleased to seo that they are well
spGken of by the press of that Stale,
and Hut the scheme o! thcAiiloca
politicians does not meet uilh favor
from those Colorado editors who
understand the situation. The
Denver isacz recently had an able
editorial discussing the question,
the concluding paragraphs of which
are here reproduced:

"If this law is being violated in
Arizona, it is tho duty of tho officers
in thatTerritory to see that tho guilty
parties are indicled and punished.

"Mr. Murphy bas fallen into the
error of a good many people in class-

ing all Mormonsas polygamists.-rh- is

in tbe face of strenuous denials to the
contrary oa too part of tbe highest
dignitaries of that Church. If there
are polygatnists among tbe Mormons,
ani no doabt tiiero are, tho law is
ample for their punishment. Hut it Is
a great wrong to Ftigmatizs a whole
people soma of them are
guilty of prastices which the Ian de-

clares to bs a crime. It Is the duty of
the officers of the law to ferret out
and bring to trial tho violators of this
as well as other laws. Those who do
not uphold and practice polygamy
have as good a rteht to their religious
belief as any other denomination in
tbe land.

"There are some Mormons in South-

ern Colorado. Tho evidence of those
who are acquainted with thsm is that
they do not praclico polygamy; that
tbey are intelligent and industrious,
and model ctizen3 in every respect.
What wonld be thought of the people
of Colorado if they wero to enact laws
disfranchising theso people simply
because they are Mormon? Withthe
sameshow of Jusiica Catholics, Metho-
dists. Presbyterians, or any other de-

nomination of Christians miglii be
proscribed.

"Tbe Edmunds law, which provides
stringent measures against the prac-
tice of poiygsmy, while enacted
specially for Utah was majo applic-
able to atl Territories, Arizona

So that, under the law, if any
one Is guilty of this crime in Arizona
he is liable to injisunent and punish-
ment. This law, however, docs not

o to the extent of tbe Idaho constitu-
tion. Underthe latter every Mormon
is adjudged to bo a iiolygamist until be
proves to the contrary. Under the
Edmunds law every Mormon is pre-
sumed to be innocent until proved to
be gnilry. If the law is violated am-

ple provision is raada for the punish
menl of tho offender, bat only after
a fsir trial has been hat Iu ths courts.
This is the correct rule, for no citizen
should be condsmnsd without a "

A FAIK STATE-IEf- r.

So aisr jiersons profe-sln- to be
"prominent Gentiles of Salt Lake
City," air their Ignorance and vent
their venom when talking to east-

ern newspaper men about the
"Mormons," that it Is refreshing to
fee any approach to the truth from
such sources in journals published
at'a distance. Tbe Chicago
of .tho 15th Inst, contains the fol-

lowing among its "Talks with Trav-
elers:"

I confess that before I "becamo a
resident of theTcrritory I shared the
popular feeling of contempt for tho
Mormons. Xeirly three years' resi-
dence among them basgrcaUvsoftennd
my feelings toward the followers of
tbequeer faith. Tae larger per cent of
the Mormons were not polygamisfs,
3 6t they respscled tho ordinances of
their prophets. The
declaration of President Woodruff has
beeu a great relief to the Church at
largo. The line of demarcation be-
tween Mormon and Gentile in Utah
will be wiped out by It. It never has
been sharply drawn except for politic-
al purposes Politicians havo made
capital of it. Bat in social and busi-
ness matters tho Mormons are con-
servative toward their Gsntile breth-
ren, and have won their respect The
Mormons aro notod for their dignity,
cleanliness, and observance of Sun-
day. Thera is no place in tho whole
country wbero the Sabbath day is so
strictly honored as in the Mormon
Uronshdld. P.sspsct for the Sabbath
day is one of the lonetaof their faith.
2fo work 'or. business is d on
'tbst day, bat perfect onie reigns. The

elimination of polygamy removes the
most serious objection to the Mormon
Church among tho Gentiles of Utah,
md tho result will bo to stimulate tho
business interests out there and build
up the country." -

Tbe Major cpeaks in glowing
terms of his bill. He ssys wool has
already gone up, and an increased
demand for labor is perceptible. The
new tin industries will employ

while thousands more will bs

in mining, saieltinjr and
transporting it,"

Ho i thai if merchants are
making up goods they aro doing so
on those on which they have paid
no increased tariff. He hopes tbey
will work down gooes on thu free
list. Ho saya positively that "the
reductions in duty far exceed the
advances In duty." Hesaysfurther
that bis bill gives us freer trade than
auy tarifls iu the whole his-
tory of our land. Until IStM
every artiUo Imported was dutiable.
In 132t only 0 per cent of our Im-
ported goods were free, iu 1S33 only
15 per cent, in IS 12 only 27 per cent,
In 1S48 only 12 per ccat,In ISoTonly
IS percent. Front 1S7S to ISSSoiily
30 Iter cent of imported goods were
free, in 1SSS onlySU per cent, and
this bill of 159J makes 50 per cent
free, while the Mills bill only made
47 per cent of all imported gooJs
free.

II appears from the Vienna AVue
Frcic JYesK of Heptcmber 10 that
the MelCln'ey bill has not received
much favor in Austria. It says that
10,000 persons are alreaiy dlsem
ployed because of the It'll, which
prohibits by its high tariff on pear
buttons their importation into this
country. There are 30.03J machines
employed in thu carl button manu-
facture in and al-
ready the greater part havo craed
running. Half of the buttons pro-

duced in Vienna were sold In this
country hsfelofure. There is no
other market for them, consequently
15,0)9 Austrians in Vienna alone
will be thrown idle.

The Chicago TrAimc says the
Austriaus need not be alarmed.
Tub button factories, eiiruot be es-

tablished here for some time yet;
that tho Viennese can work on, thu
American consumer will jay thu
lucn?d price. It says when we
are reaJy tfe will bring over the
button makers and then they will
bless MoKiuley.

The Tn'iam says Austria Is not
remarkable for commercial friendli-
ness to tho United States. For tvery
seven Jollars'tvortb of goodn sent us,
It has taken etiiy one dollar's worth
of our products, the other six being
li(l in pure, shining gold. "If
Austria will not take American
goods Iu exchange fir all it ponds
here it may stop sending anything

and the sooner the lietter."
The Jb'nbij Jbumao this city

has an editorial depicting In ruecatu
colors the beneficieiit effects of the
McKInley bill. Since it became
law business has revived, there is
activity In commerce an J manufac-
ture, an cay money market and
advanced prices for farm produce.
In mercantile centres brisk sale3
and prompt collections arc the rule.

A.S. Draptr, Superintendent of
Public Instruction of Xcw York,
lectured to the Illinois State School-
masters' Club at Peoria a day or two
ago.
