At first it was
believed she committed suicide, but the
police are of the opinton that the same
agency that caused the death of the
children was responsible for her death,

last week, was dlscovered today hy
Prof.Walter M, Hines of the Rush Med-
feul college and Dr, Lewke of the con-
oner's staff, Arsenic was found in the
liver and stomach of both victime in
suffclent quantities to cause death, The
bodles of the other members of the fam-
fly will be exhumed and an examina«
tion made for traces of poison.
