A book called **Speculam Mundi, or
4 (7i83 representing the face of the
World," published fa 1669, gives & cu-
rious picture of wliat passed for sci-
ence before the great modern discov-
erles wero made, It consists of a chap-
ter on euch of the six days of creation,
It says that the world was at first ao
untashioned lump. ilaving disposed
of the question ol a firmament as best
it coula, it says of the air that tne
highest region s said to be “exceed-
ing hot,”’ becanse of the stars. Me-
teurs and cometsy it informs us, are
‘womposed of vapors or fomuvs— a
kinde of Smozk.” Someof these va-
pors ‘‘transcend’ very high, “even to
the Starry Heaven itself; which is wit-
nessed by our best modern astrono-
mets, who hayve observed many comets
above the moon.”” Great eveots arc
connected with comels, because those
bodies consist of **wany hot and dry
exbalations’ and “aistemper the air,”
which *“‘the bellows of the body suck
in-and recelve; Insomueh that there
cannot but be sickness, plague afd
much mortality.” Moreover, these
“‘poysonous breathings ave*'very apt
S0 1o disorder and dry ap the blood in
humane bodies that thereby great
store of red and & dust color may be
purchused, and tbis stirreth up to
anger with the theught of many fari-
ous and violent actions, and s0 by
copsequency Lo war."

Thunder is cansed **hy reason of hot
and dry exhalations shut within the
cluoud, whicn, seeking to zet out, with
great violence do knock and rend the
cloud.' The hot and dry exhalation
it ¢scaping is set on fire by the v .o-
lence, and becomes lightming, when it
often contivucs burniog uontil it falls

to the ground, ‘‘And often-
limes a great stode i3 blown out
of the cloud with it; whose cause is

als0 natural.” For, when'the exhala-
tion i3 drawn up from the earth, it
sometlimes takes earthly mattier ‘*like
unto the finest sand’ with t, and tbis,
‘‘throuch the moisture which it get-
teth in the air,’ *‘clottereth tozelher,”
and, **by the excessive heat which it
todeth in the general matter of the ex-
Lalation,” becomes hard like a brick.
Sometimes the exhalations carry up
also frogs, flshes and ,£rain, er the
vehement heat of the sun draws milk,
amd we gare treated to carlous showers
of corresponding pature. We are in
formed that the Jlong, streaming
threads seen flogting in the air, and
vilzarly supposed to be sprders’ webs,
are nothinz ot the kind, but meteors,
which “may Tightly be supposed to
procecd out of a thoroogh boyvled or
digested ‘vapor, belog mixed with
earthy and siiiny exhalations."— Popu-
lar Scienice Monthiy.
