danger to health and life, The river
la heavily charged with organic filth,
much of It veritable sewage, ami
animals drinking tho water are en
dangtied. There would siem to bo
KeclBl danger lu tlm lase of milch
cows drinking the water. Chemically
conaldered tho Jcrdtn water la a fertile
composition for tho development of
bnoterlal orgaulsmi; and germs of con
taglou entering the water would
multiply most rapidly. Hut many of
these points bolong to the province of
a physician rather than to that of the
chemist, l'lease- - give mo jour opinion
aa to tho Indications, particularly
aeclfylng thu dangera or kbaenie of
such atteudlug the consumption of the
wntur by milch cattle.
