General Harrison was mora opposedto the immigration of Chinese tban tbe
gentleman from Indiana (Bynum) or
any memoer ox tne party to Which me
gentleman oeiongea.

Herrman(Oregon) referred as an evi
dence of the Intense interest which the
people felt lathe Chinese question the
iaciinat ior tne nrst time in meois
tory ol the government a law was to
be passed to carry out the provisionsof a treaty before the treaty itself was
consummated.

Din trlcv ( Me.) denied that the repub
lican party lavorea tue importation oi
cheap labor. A reference by him to
the tariff issue called form a retort
irom racMiiian ox Tennessee.

After Quite a discussion between
them on tbe tariff and Chinese bill,Cannon (Illinois) secured the floor.
He referred to the passage In the bill

tae repeal bill passed the House unan-
imously and received only eight dis
senting votes fire ot which, were cast
by - the democrats. In the Senate,
among these Senators votinir in favor
of its repeal had been General Harri-
son, and yet the -- men after steepingtheir tongues in gall had got up and
denounced General. Harrison and crit-
icised bis recent speech on the subjectof immigration.

Bynnm said the gentleman from Cal-
ifornia (McKenna) had Admitted that
General Harrison's record had been
wrong, but like Saul of Tarsus, he had
been converted.
