We won't have tbia man
Thorup about here: These men have
pledged their honor that you will get
out, and if you don't ydu will have
to go back to jail." Brother
Thorup replied that he had a right as an
American citizen to stay there ; he had
broken no law, and ho one had a ri ht
to interfere with him, He further
stated that it did net make much dif-

ference, as be was preparing to go
home anyhow, but would not guaran-
tee that other Elders would stay away.
