--Spain by more modern provisions as
to commercial freedom, protection- - of
the rights of persons and property, and
the most favored nation clause, which
do not exist in that treaty, ur,

Articles 1 and 2 relate to the recipro-cal exchange of products the details of
wtiich are contained in three attached
schedules A, B and C.

Aat Important Prevlaloav
A new feature of the treaty in this

respect Is the stipulation that the
benefits of the carrying trade shall be
limited to Aroerrcan and Spanish bot-
toms. This la regarded as an impor-tant provision lor tbe development of

foreign products in transit through the
United States, The present article
irives to American vessels henceforth
the same privileges as Spanish vessels

- Articles 4, y and 13 are designed to
remove the restrictions and, technical
peualties to which American exporters
and shippers have been subjected for
many years past in Spanisn AntilUen.

The loss of revenue, which a reduc-
tion of sugar and tobacco duties in-

volves, harmonizes with the policy
which placed coffee and otb?r like pro-
ducts on the free list.. Unlike that

ful to carry it into effect on onr partrasts wholly with the Congress of the
United States. In order that commerce
may not suffer iu the meantime through
staguatiou while awaiting the result of
their deliberations, it is most, desira-
ble that not a day thoiild be lost in giv-
ing effect tos- a v convention which
taken in ' Connestian with lite ar-
rangements with other,; countries of
the American system, must exert 'im-
mediate and beneficial effect on inter-
course between the' United States and
neighboring communities and give,
practical effect to the general desire to
knit more closely together the nations
of this continent, while at the same
time affording a market for our surplus
products.

New markets for the agri-
cultural products and manufacturers
of thecountry are highly desirable in
this period of our production, and en-

couragement to our shipping is a mat-
ter of the , highest moment. If these
objects can be secured in exchange for
tropical products for general consump-
tion by our people, it is not essential
that the loss of revenue t to the
two contracting parties should
be equal, or even approximatelyso. Indeed, if the " concessions ou
either side are proportionate to the
population oi the respective contract-
ing parties, the principle of true recip-
rocity may be deemed td have been ob-
served. Vrha only pioducts of Cuba
and Porto KJco embraced in Schedule
"A" for admission to the United States
which require special notice are sugar
and tobacco, coffee and most of the
items scheduled as duty free being al-

ready on the free list of our tariff.
Duty on sugar and tobacco Is the

chief basis upon which we can nego-
tiate any treaties of commercial recip-
rocity with the tropical countries of
America. It was considered to be less
injurious to our native tobacco inter-
ests to grant to Cuban tobacco, both
leaf and manufactured, a reduction of
50 per cent, than to concede free ad
mission to either leaf or manufactured
separately. In view of the fact that,even after-tha- t reduction, Cuban to-
bacco and cigars will be subject to a
heavy import duty ai.d to internal rev-
enue taxes in addition, it seems onr
own producers and manufacturers can
still eujoy fair - and, remunerative
protection, especially when,' under
the treaty, Cuba and Porto Kico will
for the tirst time be open to. American
tobacco at a rate of duty much lower
than the reciprocal duty levied In the
United States. In arranging schednles
"B" and "C," far the admission of
American products into Cuba and
Porto Rico, , the . Spanish government
feltnnder the necessity of . respectingthe obligation which it had contracted
with regard to tbe Cuban treaty, to se-
cure the 'interest' aud principal of
which a certain portion of the customs
revenue will be pledged. ThegoYern-me- nt

claims that it has gone as far to-
ward completely free admission of
products as Its public faith and obliga-
tions permit. . An examination of the
schedule will show that we have ob-
tained large and important concessions
for our agricultural industries and na-
tional products. .Free admission is
CTantedall kinds of meat.
