Wasiiixoton, 13. The bill to repealthe n, desert laud and tim-
ber culture laws and to amend the
liomesteud law has passed the Senate.
The rtrst section provides fr the re-l-- al

of the pre-empti- on law. This re-le- al,

however, is not to affect the
rights of any persons who ;ire accruing
on the passage of the act. It further
provides that any xerso!i who has not
iieretrtfore had tlie benefit of the pre-
emption law, and who has failed from
any cause to perfect title to land here-
tofore eutered by him uuder the home-
stead laws, may make a second honie-- .
stead entry in lieu of the pre-empti- on

privilege which is repealed. Section J
repeals the timber culture law, with
the proviso that it bhall not interfere
with existing rights. Section 3 amends
the Ueviaed Statutes so that persons
who have avaUeji;. themselves of the
homeste'a-d'la.Wna- pay the iniuimum
prvce Qt-.kl.i- a after IS months from the
dutq fit entry, provided they rile pre-
liminary notice six months belore.
Section 4 repeals the desert land act,
except as to claims which exist at tin-dat-

of the passage of the act. Sec-
tion 0 provides that no public lands,
except abandoned military or other
reservations, mineral lands and other
IujrIs, the sale of which lias been au-
thorized by special act of C'vurcss,
shall be sold at public auctioji or by
special private entry.. All offered pub-
lic lauds are withdrawn from the mar-
ket and shall be disposed of as unof-fere- d

public lands.
Senator Dolph, in his report accom-

panying the bill, says : Under the pre-
sent iaw any person can acquire title to
lot) acres under the pre-empti- and
homestead and timber cultute acts, or

acres in all. The committee is of
the opinion that the time has come to
limit the acquirement of Government'
land by one person to lt0 acres. An-
other reason for the repeal of the pre-
emption law is the alarming increase
of fraudulent claims under it lately.
The report says it has been charged
that this fault was in the execution of
the law, but the committee is of the
opinion that the law contains such in-
herent defects that fraudulent entrycannot be wholly prevented. The in-
crease of fraudulent entries, in its
opinion, is due to the increased value
of lands, and consequently greater in-
ducements offered for evasion of the
lawF The repeal of the timber culture
law Is recommended because it has
proved a failure. The report coul i uues :

Experiment has demonstrated that
the desert land act, instead of
securing the settlement aud
reclamation of desert lands by actual
settfers, has been made the means of
securing fraudulent title lo agricultur-
al lands, and there is a rapidly grow ing
sentiment in this country for the re-

peal of all laws providing for the dis-
posal of agricutural public lands, exf
cent the homestead law, aud that the
public domain shall hereafter be re-
served for homes for settlers. The
committee is of the opinion that this
should be the future policy of trie gov-
ernment. Even if settlers are restrict-
ed to 100 acres of land.it will be but
comparatively few years before alt
public lands suitable for homes will be
exhausted.

In conclusion, the report. says : The
practical exhaustion of our public do-
main will force upon the attention of
the people of this country new, im-

portant and difficult questions; ami, iu
the opinion of the eoiaiuit.toe, th- -' time
when onr rapidly increasing popula-
tion, Instead of being able to take up
homesteads, on public lands and make
homes for themselyes.sliall be compell-
ed to find homes in qur overcrowded
cities, should, by wise legislation, be
postponed as long as possible.
