BOUTH.

RETURN OF ELDERS JOHN MORAAN,
CUHARLES ¥, MARTINEAU, JAS.
JENKINS AND BAMUEL
JACOKSON,

Yealterday morning’s train over
theD. & R G. Rallway, brought to
Balt Take Citv the above named
Eldera from the Bonthern Btates;
President Morgan, accompsnied by
hls wife, returning from & flying
virit to the region in which he
haa labored go long and successinily,
and the otber brethren baving filled
op terms of varione Jength in en
deavoring to promote the interests
nf the Inrd’s work in that land.
Eider Morgan we have not yet had
the pleasore of meeting. The other
brethren called In yesterday =and
to-day.

Elder Martinean, whose homse fe
fn Logan, left hers on the 1ith of
April, 1882, and proceeded to Middle
Teunessere, where he labored the
whole time with the exception of
two months spent in the Westein
part of the Btate. Tn the Iatter re-
gion, he and his companion
Elder were threataned by =

moh, who assem bled with
hickories to whip them if they did
not leave the neighborhood. Daem-
ing it wisdom to go, the brethren
left accordingly, He baptized and
sealated to administer that ordinance
doring his ministry to 18 nersons.’

Elder Jenkirs let Nephf, his
home, on the 17th of Beptember,
1881, and labored altogether in Bonth
Carolinn, In Burke County prinel-
vallv, thongh he also preached in
MeDowellCounty,and after the 20th
of last Mareh, heing appoluted to
preside over the Conference, moved
sbont generally. He was well
treated ae a role. hy the people at
large, and thoogh often threstened,
eapecially in a place In Burke Conn-
ty, * {(from which Elders W. H.
Clayton. Ricbard A. Robingon
and  Joseph Belsnap  ‘were
expelled some time ago,) he after-
wards preached there and wng not
molested. He officlated in thirteen
baptisms and assisted in performing
a namber of others. He met many
kind-hearted peopls, not of hies
faith, who were willing to share
every comfort with him.

Elder Jackson, who also resides in
Nephi, left home on the same date
a8 Brother Jenkins, and on arriving
at his destinatlon waa asesigned to
jabor in Alahama. He was with
Flder B. L. Bowen for the first
elght months, in Cullman and Mor-
gan Connties, and afterwards trav-
eled with Elder Charles Andrewa.
They were mobbed in Cullman
County, having rocks thrown
at them, and beiog threatened
with death, an account of which was
published In thia paper at the time.
Elder Tackson then went to Tennes-
see, where he and Elder Joseph J.
Adams opened up a new fleld in
Jackson and Potnam Connties.
From the 20th of last March, he
had charge of the East Tennessee
Conference, until he was released to
come home, Ho baptized in alf 13
sonls, and aseiated other brethren to
perform that ceremony In numbers
of ather cszen. Asa generanl thing
he was treated very kindly, and he,
as well as the rest, places high
valoe on his missionary experience.

Twenty-two Immigrants from
Elder Martinean’s diatriot, accom-
panied the brathren from the Bouth-
ern Btates. A portion of them went

DEATH OF DAVID P, KIM-
BALL.

A FEW FACTS RELATING TO THE
DECEABED.

The sudden news of the death of
Eider David P. Kimball, one of the
Presidency of the B8t. Joseph Btake
of Zion, will be ead Intelligence in.
deed tohis many faly var  re-
aide In this locality. A private tele.
gram from President C. Layton to
President John Taylor, bronght the
tidiogs of his decease at h:alf-past.
alx o’clock this morning,at his home
to which he recently retarued, in
Bt. David, Cochlse County, Arizona.

Hia silment wastyphold pueamonia,

David Patten Kimball was the
fourth son and eixth ohild of the
late President Heber . and Vilate
Murray Kimball, and wae born af
Commerce, (afterwards Naovoo},
Hancock County, Illineis, on the
23d of Angnet, 1530, He was bot
three weeks old when his father left
home on his eacond misston to Eng-
land.

He came to Salt Lake Valley in
1848, the year after the sarrival
of the Pioneers, being then®
a amall boy, RCCOMPAD Y=
ing hia mother and the reat of her
obildren. He spént the most of his
life in Utah, and grew up a strong,
powerfnl man, active and energetic,
ong who made his mark on every-
thing he undertook to pertorm. He
was brave to a fanlt, hardy and
eapable, a natural pioneer and colon-
jzer, though also poseessed of a flne
spiritnal natare.

In the winter of 1556, the year of
the hand-carf company disaster, he
with many others went out to meet
and rescue the perishing = immi-
grants, It was from wading rivera
and working his way through snow
banks, carryiug the people in his
arms, and performing such like of-
fices of kindness, to the exposare of
his own person, thet be contracted a
serlous cold from the effects of which
he never afterwards entirely re-
covered.

In ihe year 1883 he left here on
a mission to England, and labored
in Bonthampton as & traveling El-
der, after which he presided over
the Birmihgham distrlot, comprie.
tog the Birmingham, Staffordshire
and Warwickshire Conferences. He
retoyned to Utah in the early part of
1868,

Darlng the &onstruction of the
Union Paciflc Railroad, he took a
contract Jn the vioinity of Bear
River, east of this aity, and sssisted
in bnflding that road doring the
snmmer of 1868 and the winfer of
1864-9.

He removed Lo the Bear Lake
Country in the spring of 1869 or
1870 and was the President of the
Bear Lake Stake for several years.He
retorned to Salt Lake City in 1876
or 1876, and built him a home in the
Eighteenth Ward, the present resi-
dence of Dr. John R. Park.
He nlso engaged In boeinees,
repaired the old mill belonging
to the Kimball estate . znd
repovated the family property
in genersi. He afterwarde removed
jn the summer of 1877, to Arizons
lived there In varlous places, an
fnally sattled at Bt. David, where
he died.

Hla Jast viait to this oty was at

the late  October Conference,
in one of the meetings
of which he spoke briefly

and faclingly, bearing testimany to
the truth of God’s latter-day work,
and expressing his desires to wor-
thily reprezent it for the remainder
of his daya, He seemed to haveno
idea of hls approaching end,
in fact expressed  himselt
quite to the opposite of such a
probabllity, remarking to his
sister, Mrs., Helen M. Whitney,
while visiting at her house, “You
wili go, L think, before I do.
