the whole t audleace-ro- se to their
feet en masse, cheering and ' ap-
plauding continuously, - while- the
curtain was run down nntu the up-
roar .subsided. General Grant-acknowledg- ed

the oration by bowing
right and left, and order being re-
stored, the performance went on.

A nnav assembly or the great
chiefs, counselors and people of
Zuiuland was to be held at Ullndi,
to-da- y, when the terms of peace
were to be proclaimed, and each of
the chiefs selected to rule over the
territories was to sign an agree-
ment. According to this agreement
the chief undertakes to forego im
porting arms from , any quarter
whatever, and the importation of
merchandise from the sea coast is
also forbidden. The making of war
and succession to a chieftainship
will be subject to approval of the
British government. When Brit
ish subjects are accused or crimes,
their crimes and' sentence will de-

pend on the Resident's approval.
The alienation or lana wiu ne abso
lutely forbidden. In all respects
these chiefs will.. be sovereign in
their own territory.and a chief will
not be compelled to admit mission-
aries, and the prohibition of the
alienation or land win not do re
leased in favor of grants to mis-
sionaries. British BeBidents will
be instructed to advise the chiefs,
but to exercise no authority over
them, ir the chiefs aisregara tne
terms .of the agreement the Resi-
dents will report their conduct.but
will have no power to give orders.
