SEWING MACHINE PATENTS.

Adverse Report of ihe House Com-
mittee, Adopied by the Honse,
Mareh 10,

The memorialist, Allen B. Wil-
son, on the 12th da.y of November,
1850, obtained letters patent cover-
ing t.he invention of the device for
feeding sewing machines. These
letters patent were reissued in two
parts, Jan. 22, 1856, and Deec. 9,1856,
and at the expiration of the "term
of the letters patent an extension
thereof was granted by the Com-
missionper of Patents for seven
years, The extension expired Nov-
ember 12th,1871. Bo that forjtwenty-
one years Mr. Wilson has had tha
benefit of the protection of the
tent laws, and has been the rec p—
lent of great advantages aocruing
therefrom.

The invefftion was a very impor-
tant and useful one, su;l)‘plylng a
mechanical prineciple ;in the manu-
facture and use of sewing mach¥es,
and bad long been felt n to
their successful operation. Its value
was at once , and by
various arrangements with the ln-
venter it was adopted by all the
more important and extensive
manufactories in the United States,
the inventor boonmlns a steckholdr
in oneof them. In addition to this,
the several sewing machine com-
panies using this inventionconceiv-
ed the idea of forming a combina~-
tion for the pu of buyingupand
using for their joint and #ole benefit
the several pntontl which bad been
recognlzad as wvaluable to their
trade. Their combined wealth en-
abled them to do thie, and, taking | goes
this invention asa buu.-they did
form an association known as the
Sewing Machine Combination, by
which they bave succeeded in con-
trolling the trade threughout the
United States for many years.
