From Pittsburg comes the news that
the United Btates BSteel corporation
will furnish shipping directions this
month for the Hessemer and basie iron
which they did not take last month,
So far as the ecastern furnaces are con-
cerned which had plg iron under con-
tract, thefr shipments were largely di-
verted to plants not affected Ly the
strike,

From all the leading markets comed
the report that consumption continucs
heavy and that a good volume of new
buginess Is being u#t'rvd and taken. In
quite a number of ingtances Inquiries
are coming in for the first quarter of
next year, and even for the first half.
Everything polnts to an abundance of
work for the usually eritical winter
months. In some brancheg, notably in
steel ralls, deliveries promised for this
year will be dragged along well Into
noext year owing to the inability of the
mills to meet their engagements,
