IN RELATION TO THE JEWS,

Tnax other day we were accosted by a
Hebrew resident of this city, a well
known business man, in reference to a
gentleman of the same race who re-

cently arrived in this city and who

claims to have been convinced that

Jesus |s the Messlaii. The gentleman
who addressed us expressed sarprise
that this journal should have men-
tioned the persoa referred to in. the

way it did, intimatiog that an ‘'apos-
tate Jew” should have no cea-
#lderation from *‘Mormons above’
all people. From what the
gentleman stated he  left  the
impression that what he .expressed
was & sentiment somewhat generslly
felt among the Hebrew residemts of
Salt Lake.

This is surprisiog,on the ground that
the NEws Das stated nothiogTa rela-
tion Lo the gentleman who caused this
feellng except his presence bere, and
what he claimed to be the object of his
visit, Some remarks made by him st &
public meeting also appeared In these
columns. These are matters ol pnews
apd consequently of some interest te
Lbe public. To treat s stranger with
courlesy and afford bim facilities for
Investigating the religious principles
of our community are what should al-
ways be accorded, without reference
to race or previous'condition.

We lotroduce this iecldent not for
the purpose of rendering it in any wWay
consplcaous, but for the object of ex-
plainlpg some of the views of the Lat-
ter day Saints in relstion to the Jews,
Such a0 explanation ought to be suffi-
cleot to show that it would be asia-
coosist:nt, notyto say illiberal, fora
Jew to expect a “"Mormon® te view a
great many things from the stundpoint
of the former as vics versg in the pres-
ent condition of the Jewish mind. Te
be iao unison wita the Hebrew view of
WAt constitutes sn apostate It would
be nccessary for a *“‘Mormon to
Place Jesns 1o that category, when
our Church accepts it as a funda-
mental docirloe that He 1s  the
Messiah &od came to  fuldll
the Jewlsh law and the Prophets, not
to destroy them. Peter, James, John,
Paul and their cotemporary co-work
€rs in the establishment of primitive
Christianity would necessarily bave to
be placed upon the same. Ilist.
Consequently what wounld be
deemed =mpostasy on the onme side
would be considered Iits opposite
on the other. Byt we have no quarrel
with the Jews on that account. They
have & perfect right to hold thelr con-
vic'loos upon that or any other point,
and the privilege fn that respect is not
one-sided;

In relation to the Hebrews as =
Tace there |3 nod commaunity by
whom tkey are held in higher as-

leam than by the Latter-day Saints.
The latter view the persecations and
cruelties heaped apom them in all ages
as cruel, barbarons aod mnojastifiable.
When so-called civilized pations have
1 this age of ealightemment subjected
them L0 such processes it has been a
matter of regret to this communaity,
and this journal bas denounced such
dolngs in no measured terms. "
The Jews nre remoants of the chosen
People of God, thelr preservation ss s
distinct race while scattered In all na-
tions is one of the greatest phienomena
conmected with the history of
the earth, and we believe there
Isa divine purpose In the whole
of it. That they are & super-
lor race 1In maoy respects is
apparent 1o  every unprejudiced
thioker. The preservation of ther
sggregate Individuality alone 1s a
siriking proof of his fact. Nothing

could have prevented their awsorption,

knowledged truth. Inaddition to this

evilemce of euperiority it wit De
foand on investigation that
througbout the ramifications of

powerful goveruments they occupy
posts of henor, trust and importance
We remember perusing some statistics

compiled {n thus rezard that were quite
striking. 2
The estimate of the Latter-day

Saluts io relstion to the qualities of
the Hebrewaas a race sre no more
clearly cut than thelr religious convic-
tloos as to thelr destiny. What this
Community hold to be the Gospel of
the Messlan, revealed snew i this age
through & Prophet whom we under-
Staud Lo be a lineal descendant of Jos
seph who was sold into Egypt, is first
to be preached to the Gentile pations.
By tuis labor those who receive the
message to prepare for the grand ad-
vent of the Dellverer ate gataered out.
Tbat work Is in progress. These are
the Vimes of the Gentlles. When the
latter complet-ly refect the Gospel the
work of proselyting will be withdrawn
from rhe nations. The times of the
Gentlles will be fulfilled.

THE ESTRAY LAW.

AT the request of a number of corres-
pondents we procured a copy of the
law passed at the lastsession of the
Legislature, amending the law of 183§
relating to estrays, lmpounding anl-
mals, etc. The bill In the form in
which it passed would be unintelligible
unless compared, sectlon by section,
with the law of ‘which it is amenda-
tory, and we have therefore caused to
be prepared a copy of the law as
amended, Im other werdsa complia-
tlon, which is here appeaded:

Bzcriox 1. Be it enacted, e
each coanty couft shatl, wi not al-
ready 4o t & poupdEeeper for
each precimnct im the county, woose
term of oﬂ!ce;h-jltﬂa;?.: the term c;l
two years and un successor is
duly avgoipied’ sad qualiied’ uuid

Sec, 17. That BSections 1, 2 and 3
of an Act pertsiniog to damages
daone by animals and LLE
fining a lawful fence, approved Feb-
ruary 17, 1869, are oeieuvy sir cien out
with the excevtion of the enactivg
clause, and an act establisaing district
and preciact peunds and gprescribing
regulations for conducting the same,
and for disposiog of eéstray animals,
approved Febrpary 18, - 1872, 1=
dereby repealed. Nothing berein shajl
be construed to ioterfere with the
rights of incorporated cltles and towns
to regulate impounding of animals and
disposiog of the sama.
