which seems to submerge
every other consideration. When
the present or pmcUve lining of
the lockets of particular classes is
nude the paramount ol ject In view,
the fruits resultant will be accord-
ing to the kind of seed sown. This
tendency enhances the manufac-
ture of self seekers ol whom there
is already a too plentiful crop and
renders the harvest of patriots com-

paratively meagre. These con-

siderations have a much greater
vclght in shaping the future of a

community or nation than is gen-

erally a ipposed.
When proiporly conducted, in-

fused n Ith tlie spirit of true Ameri-
canism, with everything in the
shape of hollow sham aud
unadulterated sordldncss placed
it the fag end of the proces-
sion, celebrations of the day when
the greatest of human governments
was born htve an excellent effect.

THE IXIUAX I'ROBLEM.

ilonr (be Mormons IUtc Dealt with

trie Question.

The solution of trio Indian ques-
tion has been thug far one of ex-

treme difficulty, but we believe the
Mormons have come neartr to it
than any other people As the
wnter was for many years intimate-
ly connected with it in Utoli) where
the settlers, from the Brst, were
obliged to face the problem and
solve Ussiest they could, a brief
sketch of the Mornicn method,
w hlch has proved so successful, may
lc of interest to the readers of the
Star.

The Mormon settlers of Utah in
1617 faced difficulties of unusual
magnitude; surrounded on every
si Je by Indian tribes for a thousand
miles aud utterly without help In
time of danger, they quickly de-
veloped that faculty lorFclf govern-
ment and self support for which
they are so noted, I

At that time Ctah belonged to
Mexico, but the settlers immediate-
ly raised the United States flag upon
Knslgn Peak near the city of Salt
take, and proclaimed the Territory
of Descret as they styled it an
integral part of the United States.
They organized a provisional gov-
ernment, adorted a republican con-
stitution like that of other States,
andseat a deputation with it to
Washington praying for admission
into the great family of States.

This was not immediately grant-
ed, and for three years Deserct was
under a provisional governmenljbut
In 1S50 Congress granted hern Ter-
ritorial organization under the name
of Utah.

Frcm the beginning, the settlers
organized as Infantry, cavalry
aud artillery; and during IS 19
waged a blody war with
the Timpany Ulcs which re-
sulted la their complete humiliation.
Bloody wars ensued in 1S53 with
the Utah tribe, and again in 1SS1,
In which over ('K) settlers were
slain aud $3,000.0iw expense and
damage was sustained by them.
Had it not been for their admirable
organization they must haTe suf-
fered far more or been driven from
thecoiintry. In all these cntly wars
the U. S. Government never

a dollar nor aided thestttlers
by a single soldier.

Rut there is compensation in all
tilings. It is an eminently true
adage that "Stormy sens make good
sailors." The settlers, left to fac-th-

storm alone, did so manfully and
skilfully. AH d males
from sixteen years of age and up-
ward were organized as Infantry,
cavalry and artillery; and, disci-
plined by numerous veterans who
had previously seen military ser-
vice, became a very efficient force.

In addition to those, another
force, answering cicely to the
German Uhlans, or the Cossacks
of Russia, was organized, having
a detachment In eviiy town
and village. They were styled
minute men. Each man had a
horse, saddle and bridle, arms aud
ammunition kept constantly on
hand, ready for instant service,
day or night; and was to start on
campaign on thirty minutes' notice

all at bis own expense. In time
of dnuger the minute men wire
constantly In the saddle, while the
regular inrantry served as guards
for settlements, mills, and hem's of
stock. Often at the midnight hour
or while engaged in divinu service
word came of an Indian raid: and
Instantly tho minute man took his
horse and arms, a few jiounds of
home made crackers tied to
his saddle, a blanket and can-
teen, and away he went In pur-
suit, never giving it up as
long as there was any possibility of
success'. Upon one occaslon.'the

liter, then a minute man, 'w as one
ofaiarty of thirty who pursm-- a
band of northern Indians three
days and nigbU without an ounce
of food, not having taken nny with
them nor even waited foran hour to
cat dinner. They could not afford to
wait; In Indisn wars every hour
counts; one hour may give you suc-
cess or defeat, Xo waitin for

of food, nor tents, nur baggage,
but a few crackers aud a tingle
blanket; no marching of IS or 20
miles and then camp; but like the
tireless they kept the
trail and pushed the enemy to the
last extremity. An Indian resrerts
such a foe and htsitates to altar);
him; he respects an enemy Just in
proiiortion to his power of offense
and defence. That is his only
standard.

For these reasons Rrigham Young
a I vised the settlers to be always
armed when away from the t

Hunting stock, hauling
wood, or at w ork in the fields, men
went armed. When Parowan was
settled in 1S5I, 21 miles from Salt
Lake City the people built in fort
form; strongly tallsadtd and heavy
gatts closed at dusk. They kept aregular military guard in the fort
with pickets stationed on a hill not
far away, and ent the" cow herd
out each day with a will armed
guard, and another with the horse
herd. Sundays men went to melt-
ing armed, their rifl-- s standing, be-
tween their knees during service.
Why? Because if Indians should
make a sudden dash they would find
no arms In the dwellings to capture
and the whites would be ready for

For twenty five years the writer
was a participant of such scorns,
and knows it was by tills constant
vigilance tnat the settlers were able
to hold their own.

But there was another Important
factor of safety. Urigham Voun
early ga ve the key note of hl I ndlan
policy as follows: He said, ''Re kind
and just to them; do not defraud;
do not lie or speak to them with a
forked tingue; always do as you
promise or threaten; make your
word good. When they find they
can depend upon your word, either
for reward or punishment, they will
listen to yon. Be always ready for
war with your powder dry, but al-
ways striveor peace. Treat them
kindly. lt make them respect you:
do not let them run over you. Re-
member it Ls 'cheaper to feed them
than to fight them. Do not destroy
their game or Ash; it Js theirs; buy
it of them. That gives them some-
thing to do and encourages them in
self support."

This was the Mormon policy, and
it was most successful.

The settlers also used other means
with the nations. They adopteJ
many boys and girls, clothed and
schooled them, taught them trades,
taught the men to farm, gave them
teams, wagons and farm tools and
taught them t3 use them. Today
many Indians In Utah own farms
and orchards and they are prettv

good farmers, with gctfd bouses,
wagonfc aed Corses And cattle.
Thev hive abandoned tribal rela-

tions, and are; becornlng dvlliied.
Bo far as concerns this portion of the
6nce dreaded trit-- of Utes, the In-
dian Vueeiiou is settled. Indians
Oho own real estate, houses and
farms, lose their nomadic h&blts and
jasslon for war, for they have much
to lose and little to gain, and their
children grow up more and more
amenable to civilization. J Jl. it
m Tveton Atvona) Star, JunelUh.

3I0DERX SPIlUTUALlSlf.

Enlightened Latter-da- Saints
frefjuenllytay of spiritualism: "lt'
humbug." That is true, perha,
but not always in the seme they
mean. These who say It Is humbug
generally mean that those phenom-
ena called spiritualism are brought
about by the trickery of man.

DEFIMJTIOiS.

That form of spiritualism which
supposes man to have n soul or
spiritual organization Is the opposite
of materialism, which denies the
same This tlie Iatier-da- Saints,
the "Christians," Mahommedans,
certain Jews and others, even
heathens, are spiritualists; but, as
this definition Is to universal, we
may discard it and define spiritual-
ism as the intercourse of living
mortals with those who (usually)
dwell behind the vail. This inter-
course may bebrought about by two
distinct methods, viz: (a) Tho soul
of man may go behind the vail.
Tbis,though a spiritual phenomena,
is seldom called s Iritualism, but re-

ceives various names, as dreams,
ecstacy, trance, vision, etc. (bi An
inhabitant of the hidden wwrld may
step forth and communicate with
man. This is spiritualism.

Spiritualism, w hither brought
about by the former method (a) or
the latter (b), may bo several sorts:

1. Intercourse with God, or holy
beings, such as the angel of the
Lord, or Christlcforo He took flesh
ujou Him.

2. Intercourse with resurrected
beings liku Ellas, Moses, Moroni,
etc.; both of w hlch sorts are sanc-
tioned by the Gospel.

3. Intercourse with the spirits of
men not yet resurrecti-d- , ami who
may be good or evil. This species
of spiritualism is fraught w ith much
danger.

i. S&tauic spiritualism, or interc-
ourse, with evil spirits who are
never to have a mortal tabernacle.

fcELits, ucriUHK, ktc.
Many names exist by which are

meant those who have thst peculiar
gift of being visited by spirits of
one or all sorts; such names as
seer, prophet, revelator, medium,
sorcerer, conjuror of spirits, witch,
etc Likewise many names exist
whereby to designate those mortals
whoe spiiils have the faculty of
spiritual vision, or Of visiting other
spheres. Such nanus as dreamer,
visionary, clairvoyant, cataliptlst,
extasist, itc These gifts are com-
mon to men and womeu alike.

A too common error exists which
tupposes that tlie terms prophet,
prophetess, torccrer, sorceress, witch,
etc, relate to the category of spirits
a man or woman may communicate
with, or that a prophet must neces-
sarily bo holy, prophecy the truth
only, or commuuu only with good
spirits or angels.

The world lias long been without
tlie keys of the true Gospel; conse-
quently the terms alluded to have
obscure meanings which wc will
not now try to disentangle. But,
let no ono suppose that Mother Eve
was a w Itch because she conversed
with the old serpent; or that Cain
was either a prophet, seer or revel-
ator becaue God viitcd him.
Again, do not tupposo a witch to
commune only with evil spirits.
Did not tho witch of Eudor "tee,"
as the (English) Uiblosays, "gods?"
Do not suppose that the Lord may
not put lying spirits in the months of
tlie Prophets. A Prophet may do
amis pollute himself and still lie

I the anointed and the only one ap- -'

pointed to prophesy or reveal au-- I
thoritatlvely.

Till: OKIblX OK M'miTVJAMhM,
as defined in this article, can-
not antedate the advent of
mortal man, but iU elements
originated in heaven, and the
extremes; of which it could !
capable were revealed when the re-
bellion of Lucifer and his nllies oc-
curred in heaven. ince the fall of
Lucifer and tho triumph of God
these two extremes have been an-
tagonistic forces, and at the advent
of Adam and ever since ttien the

' craft or power of the evil one has
endeavored to introduce Itself to
mau as the only true spiritualism,
superseding tho revelations of God

the Gospel of eternal life, aud
such spiritualism, of any namu or
furm, claims to l todny.

j Hardly had God revealed a few
instructions to Adam run! Eve when
tlie serpent cl timed to bring the
Gospel of the opening of their eyes
and the method of becoming liku
God. From tliat day until the
deluge many forms of this w IckU
spiritualism proliably existed, and,
excepting tight souls, tended great-
ly to oppose the Gospel hlch Xoah
wascommlsslonedtopreaih. When
Moses wielded the rod of miracles,
the Eyptian spiritualists (magicians)
were prepared to harden the heart of
Pharoah. Thus of tho mission of
Christ, etc

So far we have only treated of
the two extremis. Two otlitr
forms of spiritualism remain
to be traced, namely that form of
spiritualism (b 3) which deals with
bona fide spirits ofthe unsanctlfled
departed; (b2) that which deals
with resurrected beings. Xeilher
of these ran I trace to their origin,
but early instances of tho former
are indicated by the fact that
witches were prohibited In Israel,
and of the latter form tn trans-
figuration on the Mount (I.e. the
visit of Hosts and Ellas) furnishes
an example.

After all this classification it
seems an anomaly to have to account
for "Modern Spiritualism" and its
ancient prototype. Referring to
what is here styled the prototyie,
andjudglng from my jiersonal obser-
vations of "modern spiritualism," I
should not wonder but that Imme-
diately 'after the murder of Abel
some spirit Resented itself to the
relatives of Cain, claiming to lie
Abel himself, and saying that Cain
was fjrgiven and tliat ho hnd un-
wittingly conferred a favor by slay-
ing Abel, that God was far too
merciful to tako vengeance for any
cause, and that the hereafter would
all be smooth sailing, except for old
bigots liku Adam and Eve who
troubled God with their prajers
and offerings.

WlfAT MUDUt.V Sl'IKnTALISU !.
That psychological science
(excepting hypuot'sm, animal mag-
netism, etc) which is supposed to
deal with the souls of men. Is usually
termed modern spiritualism, and

I could write chapters about
spiritualistic phenomena which
have como under my personal ob-

servation I was raised as a spirit-
ualist but I will only refer to a
late instance typical of spiritualism
in general.

few years. His reception was
warm, and as he sailed off the
adieux were tender.

Many
things happened uniuterestiDg tons
or the parties referred to, but after
awhile the materialized form of
young C. appeared. There he was,
natural as life, tail and handsome,
they claim; and even tho moles on
his face were visible; jes even that
small mustache cf which they had
suspected him to bu proud while in
life. Others at the seance remarked:
"What a bright spirit that Is'."

Tho sister and of C.
sprang up ith tears in their eyes
aud fell uiion the neck of their be-
loved C. and w ept, groaning "Oh
CJ what has hapjiencd?" C. an-
swered in low but gentle tones,
"Dou't mourn for me; I am not un-
happy lu the spirit World. Yester-
day 1 took a steamer from Naples
aud today It sank with all on board.
As soon as I recovered my senses I
flew to you to lit you know. Break
the news gently to father and sister
in France, or It may kill

and he vanished or
In their arms.

Tho testimony of those two Xew
York ladles I consider entlnly reli
able. They hae seen humbug aud
"materialized spirits" and can dis-
tinguish between the two. They
even recognized the clothes, of their
brotlicraiid ttep-so- C , and his
accent, or intonation 'of speech,
eyes, etc. The letter which relates
thcorctirrcnccls full of tender senti-
ments and interesting particulars,
and the cautious and consolatory
way in which tho news was broken
to the father of C Is extremely
pretty and touching. The datu of
sailing and other particulars are
correct, and such evidence would be
often sufficient to convert stubborn
sceptics If left in that light.

Let us have more light. Those
two ladies at Xew York arc my own
rclatl vea whom I Io e dearly (and
those lu Franco likewise). The per-
son styled as young C is myself

tlie writer of this article. But I
am not dead, nor did the steamer
sink, although I and it left Naples
on the eve of the 12th when that
lying spirit materialized a (living)
likeness of me, correct, apparently,
in all particulars.

Such is tlie lower for deception of
modern spiritualism. May we not
justly conclude that It is the Uotpct
qf Satan!
