A TEGRIBLE TIME AT SEA.

THosE who have gone dowa to the
sea ln ships have had a rough time
of it lately, On the 28rd of Decem-
ber, according to the New York
erald, the Inman steamer City of
Berlin, Captain Kennedy, arrived
at that port after an extraordinarily
rough passage of fifteen and a hslif
Jdays from Liverpool.

Frightinl Hallroad Accldent— Wreek
of am Express Traln—A Number
of Pamengers Hilled and Wound.
od.

(LEVELAND, 29.—An accident is
reported ut Ashtabula, Ohio, on the
t.ake Bhore road, by which seven
coaches and all the baggage and
ex press cars were burned, and about
one out of every five persona killed,
at 10 o’clock p.m, The scene of tle
anceident is a few rods east of the de-
pot. Amn iron bridgo spans Ashta-
bula Creek, 75 fect above the water.
On both sides ar» high banks.
Suow Lins been falling almost con-
stantly for the past 48 hours, and
pow s driving storin is raging, mak-
ing it very diflicult to get news

from the wrecked and burning
train,
Conductor Henn left Eile for

Cleveland an-hour late and neared
the bridge at Ashtabula about
eight o'clock. Very few particulars
caw be learned at this hour, but
assurances are given that the citi-
zens of Ashtabu'a, with a compe-
tent corps of physiclans, are doing
everything possible for the suf-
ferers,

The storm has somewhat abated,
but the weather is fast growing
colder. It preems the falling train
and bridge smashed the ice in the
creelt and those not killed by the
fall or burned up by the burning
cara, were held down by the wreck
and drowned before they cculd be
extricated. Many, too, will be, or
have been frozen. All the large
hearted citizens of Ashtabula are at
the wreck, and as many as can are
working to rescue those already
dead, while hundreds of strong
arms stand ready to relieve Lhose
who become exhausted. The work
goes on very slowly. At this time
we are unable to learn the names of
the killed, except the little babe of
Mra, Bradley. It is known that
there were a large number of east-
ern people on the ill-fated train. It
is said the coaches were all well
filled. The express messenger for
the American Express Co., is miss-
ing, and the local agant at Ashta-
bula fears he is among the killed.

i0.55 pom.—A speecial train with
physicians, nurses, and everything
for the comfort of the wounded at
the wreck, left the Union depot at
10.30 o'elock. The weather is still
growing colder at Ashtabula, and
only four bodies so far have been
taken from the debris. The night
therse is quite clear, and now that
the smow has almost stopped makes
it almost like day. Mary Fram, of
Rochester, New York, was ra.t.uhy
injured. [t is estimated that there
were 1750 passengers on the illfated
train, at least one-third of these
were burned to death or frozen.

The train was drawn by two en-
gines; one engine remained on the
bridge, everylhing else went down.
The engineer and flreman on the
engine that went down were badly
but not seriously injured. The
work of removing the dead still
goes on very alowl{;.

12.10.—No more bodles have been
recovered., [t is impossible to get
the names of the killed; the list of
the wounded will be swelled con-

siderably. Public and private
housea are thrown open to the
wounded and destitute, As near
as can be ascertained fifty-two

wounded are reported. The fire is
still burning. The train is kunown
as the Pacific express.

2 a. m.—The special relief train
arrived at the scene of the accident.
There are now known to be seven-
ty-five persons in the wreck; can-
mot learn if any are alive. It wili
be daylight before mueh can be
doue towards getlting out the dead,

2,30 &, m.—The railroatdd men at
the wreck give their opinion that
not less than 100 perished. The
names of the Killed are not yet
ascertained. Some of the wounded/
are reluctant to give their names,
Reporters from this city say the
scene baflles deseription. /

NeEw ORLEANS, 29.--The Senate
committee devoted the day in hear-
ing the evidence rebutting Eliza
Pinkston’s testimony.
