This morning, In the District Court,
the case of the People, etc. vs. Thomas
F. Thomas, was called up. The charge
upon which Policeman Thomas is to be
tried Is that, after he had succeeded In

arresting Joseph Harvey, the negro
who murdered City Marshal Andrew
Burt, August 2.")th, 1883, he took his

prisoner to the Marshal's office, in the
City Hail, and there assaulted him with
a deadly weapon, before lodging him
in Jail. The case was set for trial once
before, but was continued because of
the absence of a material witness
for the prosecution, one J. M.

Goodwin, better known as "Daiiite"
Goodwin. This witness is again ab-

sent, though he was recently In the
city, but it seems that the District At-

torney has determined to proceed
without him.

The morning session was spent in
endeavoring to obtain a Jury, but only
ten of the twelve necessary were se-

cured, owing to a number having
formed or expressed an opinion rela-
tive to the case. Some of the Jurors
evidently did not want to serve, and
although they testified that they had
not heard any of the facts, yet had
fixed opinions. A special ventre of
seven names was issued, returnable at
two p. m., to which hour the Court
took recess.

An attachment was issued for Rich-
ard White, a witness who was not pres-
ent when his name was called, but he
gave the Court a satisfactory reason
for his absence.

The special venire furnished only one
Juror, and another drawing was made
containing five names. From this the
Jury was completed, and stands as
follows:
C. D. Brinton, A. W. Carlson,
Geo.Openshaw.Jr. T. G. M. Smith,
Willard Pixton, A. C. Shields,
M. F. Simmons, Alfred Isom,
Geo. It. Emery, Jas. T. Smith,
Jos. Derbidge. It. G4 Lambert.

After the Jury panel was filled,
the Indictment was read, and
Mr. Varlan, of the prosecution,
stated that they expected to show
that after Joseph Samuel Harvey was
taken to the City Hall, and that while
there several officers, among whom was
defendant, struck their prisoner with a

club, their intent being to do bodily
harm.

Grand Larceny. The case of Kee
Toy, of Paik City, for grand larceny,
was given to the Jury last night, after
having occupied the attention of thea
Court lor about two days, rom the;
nature of the evidence Introduced by
the prosecution, it seems that the de-

fendant and tour others entered the
house of Ah Cook, on the evening of
Sept. 11, 184, while her husband was
out. Three of the heathens cei.ed her
and shoved her Into a back room, while
the other two broke open her trunk and
stole therefrom $235 in cash and be-

tween $200 and $300 in Jewelry, besides
a silk dress and other valuables.

Her husband, Bing Jung, who was
in a neighoorlng house, heard her
cries and came to the rescue, but was
met at his door by one of the robbers
who presented a pistol with oneliand
while the other gcasped a large knife.
He retreated and went for a police-
man, but by the time he got back the
robbery was completed and the guilty
parties had gone.

The defense Introduced evidence to
show that the accused were not the
guiltr. parties, and that the trunk in
question did not contain the money
aarKither valuables that the prosecu-
tion claimed it did. The Jury, after
remaining out all night, were uoable
to agree, and were discharged this
morning.

Hasty Marriage. A few days ago a
statement was made public, to the
effect that a young lady who resided in
Provo, and a young man of this city
had been married altera five days'
acquaintance. Subsequently the groom
published a communication, denying
the assertions. An inquiry resulted in
eliciting the following account as sub-

stantially correct: On the first of May,
Nettle Peck, of Provo, about twenty-tw- o

years of age, and Howard King, of
this city, who Is In his eighteenth year,
met at Fuller's Hill, and formed an
acquaintance. In the eveninsr Mr.
King accompanied Miss Peck to the
place where she was staying in the
clty.and afterward3 visited here there.
On Tuesday evening, May 5th, he was
at the house.in the Seventeenth Ward,
where some bannering was carried ou
in relation to getting married, which
resulted In the parties, in a spirit of
daring, going before the Judge, and
neither wishing tor"back down" first,
the marriage was consummated. An
arrangement has since been made by
which Mrs. King returns to the resi-
dence of her parents for a few weeks.
while her husband prepares a home for
his bride.

A Suspicious Individual. A dark
coraplexloned young man, rather above
the medldm height, has recently been
visiting residents of the adjacent wards
south of the city,ostensibly canvassing
for a certain medical work. He fre-

quently takes occasion to ask imperti-
nent questions, entirely foreign to his
business as a book agent, often evinc-
ing a desire to pry into the family re-

lations of certain individuals. He pre-
tends to be a member of the Ch ireh,
and places particular emphasis on
"Brother" and "Sister" in addressing
those on whom he calls. The same
person was around several months ago
and represented himself as a returned
missionary, telling the people that the
authorities had counseled him to intro-
duce bis book among the people, and
thus make "a raise" after having la-

bored so long in the missionary Held.
In all probability he is not a person
who can be trusted and the people will
do well to be on their guard when he
visits them.

Accident with CosI Oil. Last
evening a son of Mr. Reiser, watch-
maker, was engaged in. destroying
caterpillars, by cutting off the twigs on
which they were collected, pouring
coal oil over and burning them. While
he was up in one of the trees, his
younger brother, Theodore, about
seven years, of age, took up the coal
oil, contained In a gallon cau, and
began to pour some on the fire, when
It exploded, with a report which
startled the neighborhood, and scat-
tered the bsrnlng fluid in all direc-
tions. The flame shot up the tree,
causing the larger boy to let go his
hold and fall to the ground, bruising
him somewhat. A quantity of the oil
had been thrown on' the smaller boy,
whose left leg, below the knee, was
severely burned before the fire could
be extinguished.
