The Tramp in Califoruia.

Very much has been sgid aud
written about the tramp nuisance,
but very little has been done to re-
medy it. The tramps have become
uncemfortabily mn=merous in this
Btate. We have been afMicted so
severely in Californja this year with
these roaming characters that the
question is a serious one, *“What
shall we do with them?” When'
the crusade of the tramps began
they were luoked upon as unfortu-
nate men out of employment, but
they bave lost Lnis characterlstic
now, and appear to be an organized
fraternity, moved by commen im-
pulse and acting upon a regular
system of imposition and tersorisi.
Instances of this fact have come to
our knowledge very recently,which
show the tramps in this State to be
acting in concert. They have map-
ped out the best begging, districts,
and allotted them by rotation to
their straggling bunds. They stady
the ha of denizens of gities and
towns, and adapt their ¢alls to the
Lours of absence from home of the
masters of houses. They have
hieroglyphie plats pointing out
the weak points of appronch to
wvarious houses aml learts, where
strategy, force, supplication, de-
mand or entreaty is of most avail.
If these tramps are not to be treal-
e as in au attitude of antagonism
to sociely, hostile to industry, and
a5 enemies of labory then their
classification is yet 10 be deelared.
Itis certain the evil i3 increasing.
[t is one which propagates with
marvelous rapidity., The tramp,
every day he remains such, culti-
vates the desire to coulinue as a
tramp, and live without honest
eflort. Their raids are not confined
to towns and cities, but extend to
rural dislriets, where,. from the
absence of police regu!utiuu,«, they
prey with more boldness and often,
become a Lerror to the pedple, A
disposition in some commnunities to
organize for resistance to these pro-
fessional gangs is manifesting 1t-
self, and is one to be encouraged,
for the only argument for which
the tramp has due respect is that
born of bold resistance.—Sucra
