Some points of particular interest
la tke trial of the murderers of Jil-d- er

Btanding ahould be made mat-
ter lot history, and none deserve
more notice than the ruling of
Judge McCutchfeD, and hla charge
to toe jury. One very Import ant
point was where he charged, "That
if two or more persons combine to
do an unlawful act, not having as
Its object the destruction of human
life, and in the commission of such
an act, one of those engaged goes
beyond tne original purpose and in
tention, and commits a homicide in
any of its degrees, he alone la guiltyof that offense, and - the others in
the psrty are not guilty of the came
fcltiitr &a principals or accessories."
In this case it was proven that the
parties came upon tne Elders with
arms in their "hands, and forced
thein into - a secluded scot in the
woods, and that previous to the
actual act of killing, the leader of
the party stated to the Elders that
tney intended to hang them if ever
found in that section aealn. It was
also proven that at a meeting held
prior to tne Killing, it was decided
to get rid of the Elders peaceably.if
they could, but forcibly If thev
must, and that they came armed to
accomplish this object, and in its
accomplishment Elder Btandingwas Hilled. Yet In the face of all
this testimony, the verdict for ao.
qoittal w easily arrived at throueh
the charge la the Jury, which made
ouiy one man responsible, and that
one man an unsnown one of a mob
of twelve.

In contradiction to this charge.
Chief Justice Lumpkin, of Georgia,in a parallel case charred the iurv.
that, "if in the commission of an
unlawful act, one of the law break-er- a

took the life of a human being,that all were euiltv alike, each
man's hand struck the blow, each
man's eye glanced along the barrel
of the gun, and each man's finger
punea tne trigger, that sent the
deadlyltalsle crashing -- into the
Dram or tneir common viotim."

10 vex tne .people or Ueorgia, lor
under It no mob can ever be pun'iahed for the killing of her citizens;
which leaves the door very wide
open indeed foremen of violence to
perpetrate their deeds and go uo
whipped of justice. AU they have
to do is to keep secret who actually
uia me act, and all may go free.

Three 1 uries were selected, 36
men in all, and these men doubt
