instead of going directly alongside
the capsized vessel, the Idf.al steer-
ed clear around her, even going
outside of a craft that Jay some
tliirty fathoms beyoud. When she
did reach the Mohawk, instead of
making fast to the bow, which was
highest out of water, the Ideal
made fast to the stern, and actually
pulled the Mohawk uuder water.
There was only six or seven fathoms
when the accident occurred, and as
the Mohawk has some forty-tw- o

feet of beam, a portiou of
her side was still visible above
the water, the other probably
resting on the bottom. Two small
boats which put off from the shore
reached the capsized vessel before
the Ideal had finished her circuit
of it. I at once started for the club
house and saw no more of what
occurred at the scene of the disas-
ter. Mr. Haight was intensely
emphatic in his condemnation of
the persons in charge of the luck-
less vessel, as weie also several
other boating men who witnessed
it. As the storm approached it
looked so threatening that the mas-
ter of the yacht Countess oJ)ujer-i- n

stripped his vessel of all nail,
even taking down the awniug."

The Times says Commodore Gar-
ner himself could easily have 'es-

caped, as he was standing ou the
deck at the time of tho accident,
but he rushed down tire hatchway
to savo his wile, mid was drowned
with her. Mr. Louis B. Mordant,
another jiassenger, mccceded in
saving Miss Kdith May, a sister of
Jas. Gtmloii Beutu tt's fiance, aud
would have saved Miss Hunter,
but the rush of water tore her from
his grasp. The captain of the
Countess of Duff'trin, iu com-
mon with all the spectators, was
surprised at tho Mohawk carrying
sails. The disaster is generally as-

cribed to the criminal negligence
aud poltroonery of the sailing-maste- r

ltawliugs carrying such a pre-- s

ef canvass in the face of a squall,and
then neglecting the ordinary pre-
cautions for righting her. Raw-ling- s

was among the rescued, but
he disappeared immediately on
reaching the shore, aud it is rumor-
ed that he has fled tho country.
Great indignation at his conduct
exists on Staten Inland, and among
yachting circles, In both of which
Mr. Garner was highly popular.
The deceased possessed . an estate
valued at from ten to twelve mil
lions of dollars, consisting mainly
of manufactories iu the northeru
part of this State. His yacht, the
Mohawk, was the largest of her
class afloat, being oyer 300 tons bur
den."

Among the lost are commodore
Garner and bis wife, Mis Adele
Hunter, daughter of Desbrosses
Hunter, of Hunter's Point, Frost
Thome, brother of Mrs. Garner.two
cooks and a seaman.

The j'acht has been towed to the
beach, where the bodies of tho com
modore ami his wife can be seen "in
the cabin locked in each other's
arms.

tleman, looking out ou the bay,
suddenly pried out, "There goesthe yacht Mohawk over.' I jump-
ed to my feet from the loungeon which I had been lying, and
looking toward Stapletou saw, at a
distance of about half a mile or
more, the yacht referred to, which
had j ust righted again, having been
clear over on her beam ends, fcshe
remained urijjht some three or
four minutes, and then being
caught by a stiff puflTof wiud frorr
land, went over on her broadside
agaiu.

"The craft had j ust got under way
when the squall first capsized her,
and while she remained righted I
watched intently to see what would
be done by those on board. Every
stitch of canvass was set, and yet
so far as I could see not the slightest
effort was made to save her; not a
single sheet was started that we
could see from the shore. Captain
Sillwell was very much ex cited,and
cried out, 'That's the damdest jiece
of work l ever saw in my life. Why
don't they let her come up in the
wind?' There was plenty of time
after she righted to let go all the
sheets forward; if that had been
done and the peak of the main- -
tail slacked away, she wan Id have
come up iu the wind, aud no harm
would have come. As the "yacht
went over I looked at her through
a glass; her masts were lying flat in
the water and her head was towards
the shore; one side was lying out of
tne water exposing her Keel, ana
on her bilcre some fifteen or twenty
people-- ; were . (fathered.
