The cabinet had
under consideration, to-da- y, for
several hours, the subject of civil
service reform. The modified rules,
ten .iin number, having been ap-
proved, were promulgated, this p.
m. One of them 'declared that
while It is no purpohe of the rules
and i regulations, either to restrict
the power ot removal or to extend,
the iclvil service, such power ,will
not i be exercised arbitrarily, and
therefore application must not be
entertained by any authority hav
ing the duty of nomination or ap
pointment,-- ror tne removal o
persen in tho civil service, no
any j person ,1 removed - for
the I mere : putpose of makinglace for any other person,Ft is provided that the Btates shall
be grouped into iive districts.. The
