Ha re-
quires them to discharge those duties
iii His fear, and holds thera account-
able for the condition of the people-t- hat

is, to a very great extent. He has
placed certain men whom He has chos-
en as watchmen upon the wall at
Zion; He has placed them as shepherds
of the flock of Christ; and in their ca-
pacity as watchmen and as shepherdsHe expects them to exercise that vigil-
ance and caro which are necessary for
the protection and preservation of the
people. The Lord has promised unto
Ills servants that Ho will give them the
necessary qualifications for, and that
He will sustain thera in the discharge
of the duties that devolve upon them,
and through the varied experience of
the past 51 years this lias been the case.
The .Lord has not left Ilia people with-
out proper care, aud He has not left
His servants destitute of His word and

And who shall deliver
msnkind from tht sin and dreadful
train of evils t There is nothing can
do so but the power of God, the com-
mandments of God, and the revelations
ol God. God, has revealed, the lay bj

dren to themselves? I will tell yon
now I feel about mv familr. If I had 1
children that were determined not to i
listen to my counsel, nor to obey that
whlcU I said to tUera, bat should treat
my Instructions with coutempt, ;I
would say to them ' ''You can go yourown way. You and I have chosen illf -
iorent patns. xou nave cnosen one
path and I have chosen another. Now,If you and I go together you will have
to go with me, andnot I with you, and
if you don't do that we separate : you
take your path and I take mine." And
It seems as though the Almighty had'
taken mat course with his cnuurcn.
They had slain all Ills chosen peopleand had left hone of them upon the
earth. They had hunted them, perse-
cuted them and. slain them until there
was none left; and the authority which
God had bestowed upon men through'Ills only Begotten 8on had fled that
is, tho men who held it had been ex-
terminated. What then? 'Why," said

The tirst account we have of the
visitation of divine beings in this dis-
pensation, Is the account that is givento us by the Prophet . Joseph 8mlth
himself concerning the visit of the
Father and the Son, There had been
men, doubtless many men in the vari-
ous ages of the world, who had lightand who had . a degree of the Spirit of
God. I believe myself that Mahora-me- d,

whom the Christians deride and
call a . false prophet and stigmatizewith a great many epUhets I believe
that he was a man raised up by the Al-

mighty and inspired to a certain extent
by I Hint o affect the reforms which he.
did in his land and in the nations sur-
rounding, lie attacked idolatry and
restored tho great and crowning Idea
that there is but one God. He taughtthat idea to his people and reclaimed
them from polytheism and from the
heathenish practlces into which thev
had fallen. I believe many men were
inspired who lived after hhu and be-

fore him, who, nevertheless, did not
have the Holy Priesthood, but were
lod by the Spirit of God to strive for a
better condition of affairs and to live a
purer and higher life than those by
whom they were surrounded were liv-
ing. But while this was the case It
was the Spirit of God that did it. Wo
have no account uo Authenticated ac-
count at least of angels eomlng from
heaven or of the Father manifestingHimself nnto tho children of men. And
wo have no account of the Priesthood
being restored ; in fact, there is everyreason to believe it never was restock
after It was withdrawn. The tirst that
we knew concerning God was throughthe testimony of the Prophet Joseph.
Kven the personality of God was doub-
ted.. The traditions of men were so
false respecting God that the idea of a
personal Dlety had faded from the so-call- ed

Chris tlan mind. Though Jesus
had appeared on the earth as a person-
age having a body, parts and passions,and declared Himself to be the 8on of
God, and the Apostles declared Him to 4
be in tne express image 01 1113 iatner

notwithstanding that fact and that
the record bore ample testimony to it.
so long had been the silence that had
existed between God and man that the
very conception of the nature of God-t- hat

is, of His characteristics had en
tirely fadod from the human mind, and
lie was ueeinea to De somctntnz otner
than He is. The common sectarian
idea was that H Is- - center was nowhere
and His circumference was everywhere.
There was no man scarcely upon the
earth that had a true conception of
God; the densest ignorance prevailed ;

and even ministers of religion could
not conceive of the true idea, and there
yas mystery associated wltn wnat is

called the Trinity that is, with the
Father, the Son and the Holy Ghost
But all this was swent awav in one mo,
ment ov tne appearance 01. tne Ai -
mighty Himself by the appearance of
God, the Father, and Ills Son Jesuf I

jurist, to tne ooy joaepii, aa ae aneei- -
ed In the iorent beseeching God for
knowledge concerning Him and con
cerning the Gospel of salvation. . In
one moment an tms ciaritness aisap--
peared, and once more there was a
man found on the earth, embodied
in the flesh, who had seen God, who
had seen Jesus, and; who could des
cribe the personality of both. Faith
was again restored to tbe earth, the
true faith and the true knowledge con
cerning our Creator; our Father, the
Being from whence we derive our orig
in. This revelation dissipated all mis-

conceptions and all false ideas, and
removed tne uncertainty mat naa ex-

isted respecting these matters. The
Father came accompanied by the Son.
thus showing that there were two per
sonages of the uoaneau, two presiuing
personages whom we worship and,to
whom we look, the one the Father, '

and the other the Son. Joseph saw
that the Father had a form; that He
had a head; that Me had arms; tnat lie
had limbs; that He had feet; that He
had a face and a tongue with which to
express His thoughts; for He said unto
Joseph: "This is my beloved Son"
pointing to the Son "hear Ulna."

Now, It was meant that this knowl-
edge should be restored first of all. It
seems so, at least, from the fact that
God Himself came; it seems that this
knowledge had to be restored as the
basis for all true faith to be built upon.
There ean be no faith that is not built
upon a true conception of uod our
Father. Therefore, hefore even angels
caine lie came uimseii, accompamea
by His Son, and revealed Himself once
more to man upon me eartn.

As I have said, the set time had come.
the Instrument had been born the in-

strument that had been selected doubt-
less as much as the Son of God had
been selected to accomplish His mi-
ssionthat is, he had also been selected
from before the foundation 01 tne
world to come ana be the instrument
In the hands of God to again lay tne
foundation of His Church upon the
earth that instrument had been born
and the set time had eome for the es-

tablishment of the work of the Lord.
Joseph Smith had the necessary gifts
and quamications dt wnicn ne was iu-abl- ed

to seek nnto God with such irre
sistible faith that God heard his prayer
and granted unto him tbe desire of his
honrt hv revealing Himself unto him
and giving unto him the instructions
which He did. This was followed by
other ministrations the ministrations
of anireis.' In tbe sectarian world you
can scarcely see a picture 01 an angei
without naving a pair ot wmgs aiiacu- -

rt. and evervanarei looxs lixe a woman.
Much ideas have come down through
ares. And who knew differently? ho
could tell anything about it? As with
the being of GQd Himself, Bq there
were false conceptions concerning the
character of angels, and there was no
man could correct them, because all
were alike in Ignorance and all were
alike a prey to the traditions that had
been handed down- - But when. Joseph
received the ministration of an angel
or angels, for he was visited by more
than one he saw that they were men
and that they had not feathered after
death, that they did --not have wings,
but that they were glorified men, or
men who had received glory from God;
they were personages like they were on
the earth, fhus a true conception be-

gan to dawn upon the minds of at least
a few individuals rha believed
Joseph testimony concerning tese
beinsrs. When J see our sisters tsd
our hrethren buying pictures ol"V9
sort to which J have aftuded r Ictore
in which are anireis having wisss

that Gospel and the nature of heaven
and the future state of existence? Is
It to be wondered at that the whole
world should have gone astray concerning

all these things when they were
so much astray concerning God Him-
self,' concerning angels, and concern
ing other heavenly things is it any
wonder that exnavei, atmcuity in
preaching the Gospel and in reachingtne nearts of tne people wnen we con-
sider that, thev are Ihe inheritors of
those false traditions that have come
down Intensified and strengthened by
the . ages of transmission, coming
through one apre to another until they
have reached the present time? It is
not to be wondered at that the Latter
day Halnts themselves have so little
faith concerning thesethings when we
recollect the pit from whcncethey
have been duar and the rock whence
they have been hewn.. Well might the
Kavior ask if Ho should llnd faith on
earth when He should come a?ainf Ih
looking down through the ages that 1
would succeed His own He saw the
terrible condition of ignorance that
would prevail upon the earth. Whv,
this so-call- ed Christian world is as far
from God as sany heathens that ever
liven upon tne xacc 01 tne earm ea,ii
they are worse than the heathen, Je-Cau- se

they think that they are in the
full light of the Gospel and that hea-
venly rays ard shining upon", them,
wheu in reality they are sitting in the
deepest darkness and are surrounded
by clouds of ignorance that aro impen-
etrable tO them. How can men
know anything about God when He
never speaks to them? Howeanmen
llnd out-whethe- there is any revela-
tion from heaven when no revelation
comes from that source? How can
men find out about the future if no one
comes to tell them what the future is?
it would be impossible for them to do
it. It- - requires knowledge from
God concerning himself, it requires
knowledge concerning angels, it" re-

quires knowledge concerning eterni-
ty to give men proper conceptions
about these things. Hence it was that
Joseph Smith, having had these vis-
ions opened to his uund, moved like a
being from another sphere among the
'Children of men: God had opened his
mind and revealed to him heavenly
things. lie saw them in their true
light; he knew about them; and when
he talked to men he was in their midst
like a being from another world. That
which he told them appeared, in some
instances, to be false, to be nonsense
They could not comprehend It, because
they had none of the spirit of God
about them, none of the knowledge of
God, and they refused to accept him as
an exponent of divine truth. So it Is
with the Elders who go out at the,
present dav to talk to the Inhabitants
of Jhe earth. They are looked upon in
the same light; though there Is this to
lie said ? that which has been taught bythe Elders has had effect in the earth
and much misconception lias gradually
disappeared. There are men even now,
for instance, who are ready to believe
a doctrine which, when : it was first
preached, they rejected the doctrine
that there is a space between death and
the resurrection in which a man can
repent of his sins.: Now, when that
doctrine was first taught, some 12 years
ago, it was looked upon by many as an
absurd doctrine. They said it was
contrary to the divine Mill. If, man,
they contended, did not -- receive the
Gospel, or the truth here in this life he
lost his opportunity, and would be'
damned throughout all the endless ages
of eternity. .That was the popular
idea, ana many believed it. Many be-

lieved that this would be the case with
iasrans. and with these Indians that we
know something about, and with other
heathen peoples, who had never heard
the name of the Son of God the only
name under heaven by which man can
)e saved ; many believed those people, ,1' -- i 1 a. 1. i 1 ; 1were w vv consigiieu 1,0 . urn oy iuii- -

and yet they called God Just, the God
they worshiped;

Joseph Smith taught a different doc
trine even before the Church was or-
ganized, lie taught the doctrine, in a
revelation eiven to Martin Harris. It
nautooe given witn great care, De- -
cause it was entirely different to what
was irenerally believed that "eternal

is God's punishment;" butJiunlshmcntfollow that those who come
under God's punishment are to --be
punished throughout the endless ages
of eternity. He taught that grand
truth in the year lsx). Then it was
followed no by the Vision, which ex
plained in the most wonderful manner
the goodness of our God, and showed
mm to ne tne Deine tnat lie is des
cribed to be by all the holy Prophetsa being Just and merciful, a being who
labored to save His children and had
their salvation at heart continually. -

But Joseph taught in later years this
doctrine : that there was a space be
tween death and the resurrection, and
during that space the children of men
who had not had an opportunity of
hearing the uospei in this life could
hear it proclaimed by men who had
authority in the spirit world; and he
explained tnat tne savior nimseif , dur-
ing the time that His body was in the
tomb, "went and preached to the spir
Its in prison, wnicn sometime were
disobedient, when once the long-s- uf

ferihg of God waited in the days of
Noan." -

It was a doctrine that was new to
the sectarian world ; new to every one;no one had ever thought of such a doc
trine. But now I see by allnsions in
the newspapers occasionally that pop-
ular ministers are taking hold of this
idea and ventilating it and .speakingabout it. How wonderful ! is It not?
it snows tnat wnen Knowledge is uponthe earth there are some at least who
profit by it though they may not accept
it as coming irom uoa. in mis waythe preaching of this Gospel has had
its effect upon the inhabitants of the
earth. I have seen of late, and doubt
less you have, many artruments in
favor of God being a personal being, of
there being a personal God, that is, a
God with a form like a man, or that
man, rather, had a form like God. The
world has profited by the Ideas which
the Prophet Joseph received from hea-
ven, until these truths were revealed
all was vagueness, doubt, uncertainty,Satan reigned over the earth, lie
swayed, it might be said, almost an an
disturbed sceptre. There was no one,
scarcely, upon the face of the earth to
dispute his reign. A few that did so,
even though they did not have the
Priesthood, were gpeedllv crushed
For instance,the Huguenots and others
wno.in mountains and recesses and dis-
tant places sought for a purer worshipwere speedily extirpated. : Satan was
determined to reign with undisputed
sway. During this reign he had slain
tne bon 01 uoa and every man who
testified of Him. He was determined
to control this earth and that has
been his determination all the time.
When the frophel Joseph received
tuose revelations irom uoa, ne leveledat him all his artillery; he made himthe target for all his ; attacks f behounded him from morning to, nisrht-h- e

concocted eyery plot that couia be
conceived of to destroy him from theface ef the earth. Joseph's great anx-
iety all the time was to bestow the keysand authority of the Holy Priesthood,
jo thatat his death thW not b4
taken frota the earth. Ilia aim fromte beginnins was tq ttda end. He
urged the fcaUitf forward to build the
temple in Kirtland, so that he mightbestow upon eqme that knowledge and
And then afterwards in fcauvoa, theburden of his thoughts and talk was to
nrge the Saint to push forward
