Washington, D. C, 1881.

Wm. IT. TfrtooUt Etq.i Chilian En-
voy, etc., Santiago:. -

Sir- - Some' erroneous statements
now being circulated hi a portion of
tbe American - press, v may reacn
Santiago and create an injurious
impression in the minds of the
Ch ilian governmen t and I wri te
you this Instruction from excess of
caution in order that no harm may
result from erroneous statements, in
the preefl, to which I especially re
fer, are these which --

represent this
government as in some way giving
encouragement to such claim against
Peru, which being acknowledged,
should enable the United States to
indemnify Chili and then practical-
ly own -- Peru, either directly or
through the association of Ameri-
can citizens. This is the extreme
statement, and It has many shad-
ings and variations; You will take
prompt and special care to antici-
pate any evil that might result from
this rumor being circulated in Chili,
by disavowal and denial of it in
whole and in every particular. The
only claim which this Department
has instructed our minister at Lima
to use his good office, 'is that known
as the Santiago claim, and this is to
the extent - only of requesting that
Sandreau should be permitted to
have authoritative Investigation of
his claim by the Peruvian govern-
ment, and that if found to be good
and valid, it should be provided for
in amy treaty with Chill,- - which
might eflecfc property to which it
attaches. The law office of the De-

partment of State, as loug ago as
1S74, made ad exhaustive report on
this claim, and recommended that
this government should in-

terpose its good offices in
behalf thereof. On the 20th of
June, 1874. my predecessor, Secre-
