PAS IS I.ETTEB.

Paris, France,
January 14th, 1880.

The verala of last night will pro
bably be memorable, altliougtx it
was surpassed by that of 1870. If
the rain yesterday had been contin
uous, Instead or intermittent, the
consequence would have . been
trulymelancholy. As it was, there
were more casualtiea of a minor sort
than could be chronicled. Few per-
rons who attempted walking escaped
a fall, but the Horses, as .usual at
such times, M'ere the sufferers. Aa
the night wore on the irost showed
no frigns of givinK way, and the om--
nibui service eeased at an early
hour, but not soon enough to pre-
vent the curious spectacle of a largo
number of theso lumbering vehicles
remaining throughout the night m
tho middle of the roatbj; Find
ing it imixifwiblo to proceed, the
lioraot had been unharneB&ed, mid
conducted to their stables, while the
passengers descended and made their
way home as best tney couiu. It
was curious to notice the nuralxsr of
people on the boulevards, their feet
swathed in all manner of Imndnges.
Bo desperate was the ' plight that
eonie )eople took off their stockings
ana wore them over uieir uxis.
This expedient was resorted to b
both sexes, and led to some very lu
dicrous scenes outside the theatres.
In the outskirts of tho city some
skaters were noticed glidiug over the
pavements and roads wltii enviaoie
ease. I he price or cabs rose raiauO',
until it became imixwsiblo to hire
dno of these conveyances without
paving a fabulous sum, and at the
pat they travelea tne auyantagti 01
riecurintt one was lv no means clear.
On "the other hand, tho drivers, with
few exceptions, resenteu the oiler ol
atarw anu no wonuer, seeing mat
in every street there was a horse in
distress. JNcverthcless ther indigna
tion against the 'unwilling" drivers
rose to a high pitch, and the iollce
tried in vain to coiuiwi mem to ac
cept farcs At one o'elotrk thero was
not a convevantu of any kind to 1j
had, but two ' hours later several,
whose horsea had their shoes rough
ed, were seen slowly moving in the.
streets and succoring unhappy way
farers. This morning the ground
was white with snow, but a thaw
has since eet in.
