Injared by
a KunaTray.

At half-pa- 11 a. m. today "a tele-

phone message was received at tho
store of Mr. S. P. TeasJel that that
gentleman's teamster bad been ac-

cidentally killed near the U. V.
railway track, at the intersection
of Third East and First South
S'.reet. Later information was soon
obtained to the effect that tho young
man was not dead, but severely In-

jured.
The unfortunate person who met

with tho mishap Is Brlgham Bar-
ton, aged about 21 years, son of
Brother William B. Barton, book-

keeper and traveling agent for Mr.
Teasdel. The young man drives
the dray team of the Eagle House.
When In the act of crossing the

Telegraphic Typewriter.
Henry Hartman, the electrician

Street, lias a draft of an invention
of his own conjecture, which if
made practicable in the machine
itself may revolutionize the tele-
graphic business.

It Is an electric telegraphic type-
writer. The plan is simple enough
loan electrician or a telegrapher,
but whether it can be operated with
sufficient speed Is a question which
the draft does not answer.

There is a revolviug key boarJ,
and from this a roll of pajier of the
ordinary width used on a typewriter
or for letter writing runs as the let-

ters are made Into words and the
words fill tho lines. The sender
strikes his key as the letters come
around and the electric current run-
ning along tho line reaches

he simply watches his
key board and sees the message
printfd In plain type. The machine
alinHo do away with the use of an
operator's ears and permit his eyes
to attend to the business.

The Case for tbe Protests Baamed
lull .Horning.

When our rport of tbe Beach
lands caia clcsed yesterday after-
noon, Mr. A. O. McCormick, C.E,
was under examination as ths first
witness called on the side of the
proteslee. Beyond what has

In the News nothing of pub-
lic interest developed during the
remalnderof the aflernoon, the tes-
timony being almost exclusively
connnodtotbetahln.jor the levels
upoa the lands In dispute and tbe
results thereof.

This morning Mr. McCoimlck
continued his evidence, but it was
nearly eleven o'clock before the
Court settled down to business. The
witness, In reply to Attorney
Thompson's questions, gave a de-
tailed statement as to bis measure-
ment of the "big dam' at the neckof the south Inlet, the materials usedin its construction, etc He next
spoke of the Testation crowlnc In
the immediate vicinity of the dam,consisting simply of what is ordin-
arily termed "tumble weed," andgrass commonlydeslgnated"squlrrel
tall," also a few specimens of "shadscale." As to the character of the
soil on the lands in dipute, Mr.

described this at some
length, In tbe main traveling over
much of the ground covered by
preceding witnesses.

Having described the nalun t',the smaller im, j 0UtI,j,;',the
mompson entry, the witness was
asked whether he saw any Indica-
tion of vegetable growth within the
limits of the salt ponds.
On each side of the Island, be said,
grease wood undoubtedly grew at
some time, until drowned out by
vtaluxi aUo at a uuoibcr of places
around and near the edges of the
salt ponds. There were pieces of
vegetation covered with salt which,
apparently, had grown in their posi-
tion. From the surveys which be
made of this land, and the
levels which ho took in Oc-
tober and November, he believed
that tbe eflect of taking away tbe
large artificial dam at tbe neck of tbe
south inlet would be the draining of
tbe salt pond, except to tbe extent
of some sixty acres about tbe north-a-

corner of lot , sec IS. All tbe
water about three feet above the
Salt Lake level would run to the
outlet and erode gradually its own
outlet of 210 or of a foot, so as
to drain lack as far as tbe section
line between sections 13 and 24,
and also the area north of
the Thompson entry, cxceHlng a
small portion of ground near the
corner before mentioned. To that
extent this wouid be a natural
drainage result from the taking
away of tbe dam already referred
to. As far as tbe southern portion
in fact all of tbe Thompson entry
except a small area between sta-
tions 53 and 69, and perhais some
hummocks of ground, which stuck
up to a like elevation on tho ditch
as it at present stood was con-
cerned, the land could bo made
valuable for irrigating ground. As
it at present stood, the ditch
on the south sido of tbe entry would
irrigate all the land south and cast
of the dam; In other words, between
the salt pond and the ditch Itself.
Sleans v. ould havo to be taken to
carry thewateracrossthe depression
at tbe dam, such as was used in every
irrigation and mlningdltcb.

Mr. Thompson asked what the
effect or tbe smaller dams was in re-

lation to the retention or water In
tho various sloughs.

Witness answered that, so far as
he could judge, the dams n ere put
in in order to restrain the waters
from tbe adjoining country and
those which might come down the
main channel of the slough from
flowing into the main salt
pond or area included between
the retaining and restraining
dams, and thereby diluting and
lessening the density of tho waters
held in tho latter area.

FBOM SAN JCAN" COUNTY.

Comiponstncs of Ue Uiiiut Xswi Jye hare had a Terj. fejr feason
the past summer. Our sheep and
cattle have done well and are In fine
condition to move into winter quar-ter-

We found sale for some 1500
mutton wethers at 32.50 per head,
which for our class of sheep was a
good price. No tile has been made
of our beef steers, tbe great drouth
which prevailed in Kansas, Ne-
braska and other border States ha v.
ing greatly Injured the com crop,
and doubtless kept back buyers who
usually come out here and purchase
our range steers for feeders. How-
ever, we do not feel bad about it,
believing that it we can carry our
eteers through tbe winter we shall
rwch a much better figure for them
next June, which will more than
pay us for waiting on the market.

Crops have been very fair here.
A good crop of cane was raised. A

s quality of sorghum was
made from it and sent up Into Col-

orado, whero it readily sells for
eighty-fiv- e cents per gallon. With
this money we purchase wheat, take
it to tbe mill and flour it, and In
this way can make our bread
much better than by growing!
wheat here, ns tbo climate ir wr
warm for us to raise wheat profit-
ably. Our corn crop was injured
considerably through want of water,
wbicb went out of our ditch by tne
falling of the river early In the

This caused a partial failure or
our fruit crop also; but a good sup- -

was raised for home use. The
afd frosts la-- t February almost en-

tirely destroyed our early peaches.
At Montlcello, some fifty odd miles
ieafly due north cf ibis Glut, nnd
situated at the eastern base of the
Blue Mountains, tbe people raised
full crops of wheat, oats, barley, and
some corn, and as fine a quality of
vegetables as can be raised, I be-
lieve, rnywbere. A few peachts
ripened there for the first time this
season. This is tbe more remark-
able as tbe location is not less than
C50J feet above sea level. The
brethren have a steam saw mill in
operation, about six miles distant,
producing wry good lumber.

At our last quarterly conference,
held here a few weeks ago, a ward
was organized under the direction
of Apostle John Henry Smith,
Frederick J. Jones as Bishop, with
Cileries E. Walton and George
Adams counselors. We bad a most
excellent time, and some of tliov
present came a distance of from filly
to ninety miles. Apostle Smith was
the chief speaker. Tbe young men
and women's, Primary and Belief
societies all held their conferences,
end Apostle Smith addressed them,
much to their edification.

From here I accompanied Apostle
Smith ninety miles over a beautiful
valley country nearly due east, to
Maneos, across tbe Utah lino into
Colorado. Here we posted up no-
tices to the effect that Brother
Smith wouIJ preach in the Central
Echoolhouse, a nice two story frame
building granted for tbe occasion ba-

ttle trustees. A large audience as-

sembled, including resident Saints,
Methodists, Presbyterians, and
Catholics. Some of those who heard
Apostle Smith preach remarked to
me next morning, that "if that was
Mormonlsm they wanted to bear
some more or it."

During the last tew mouths many
accidents have occurred lu Bluff
Ward and three deaths. Two littlu
boys had each a leg broken and an-

other an arm. Father John
Allen' little son also had bis leg
broken by the caving In of a bank,
where he nnd other children were
placing. Judge Jos. F. Barton's
son wis kicked by a horde
while trying to drive the
animal. Brother Hyrum Perkins'
boy had bis arm broken by a kick
from a horse while trying to drive
the animal out of tbe lot. Joshua
Stephens' little toy died very sud-

denly from croup. Svl to relate,
Father John Allen's child had only
juvt recovered from his accident
when he was taken sick with diph-
theria and died, his little sister
Florence following blm soon after-
wards. This has beeu a most severe
trial to Father A lien and his family,

This is ono of the
most notorious places in all the
rocky mountains for horse thieves,
cattle thieves, train robbers and
bank robbers; and now sheep steal-
ing has commenced. One cause of
this section being such a rendezvous
for this class of men! J, I presume,
its remoteness from railroad
andtelcg aph ""nraunfratlnn. Prob
ably If uur United btates Marshal
