They were round in
Ievy County, Florida Tlie s

have been carefully wrapped
up in Florida moss and olher'pack-lu- g

to prevent breaking on the way
north.

The belies are hundreds of
years old. They liclong to extinct
creatures of the quaternary period.
Dr. Leidy has been hard at work
identifying animals or which tho
bones form a part, and this Identifi-
cation Is now complete. His con-
clusions are very tuterestiuir. The
chief bones, he says, are those of a
rhinoceros a mastodon, a llama, a
three-toe- d horse, and a giant sloth.
There arc also parts of n tapir, a
small crocodile and a gar pihe.

In 1SST, a gentleman living In
Archer, lu northern Florida, Amnd
some fossil bones Iubtdsofclay,aud
wrote to to the late Profesiir Baird,
of the Smithsonian Institute, about
them. At that time scientists were
not expecting the discovery of fcssll
remains in Florida at all, and Pro-
fessor Balrd, becoming Interested,
suggested to Dr. Leidy that he go
there and search for mom lwin.
Dr. Leidy, being unable to do so,
interested Major l"owell, superin-
tendent of the United States Ueolo-uic-

Survey, lu the matter, and the
latter sent one of his Mr.
Dall, to Archer, for tivo w eeks.

Dr. Leidy identifies the rhinoceros
Is a variety who"tt skeleton has
never before been found In this
country cart of the Mississippi. Jt
Is about the size of the prttent In-
dian rhinoceros but has tusks eight
Inches luug instead of three lucliis,
and was probably hornless. It lived
lu Florida In tlie quaternary ilod,
luciiuus iu uie appearance ot man.
The mistodou, whose bones were
found, Dr. Leidy calculates to liave
been half as laro aaln as the
present Asiatic elephant, and a dif-
ferent species from the common
mastodon, whose remains have b en
found in almost every State iu the
Unbn. One of the giant sloths
pronounced by Dr. Leidy the mega-
therium, vas also as large as the
Asiatic elephant. The only living
sloth known, about the size of a ter-
rier, is a tret: animal.

Dr. Lcidy is rath-fic- that tLe
elephant, tiger, bono and came),
being found in the tame cave, lived
at the same time, and thinks it like-
ly that tb- - others had been brought
to the spot by the tiger as its food.
The finding cf the bones of a horse
is considered ttrong evidence that
the common horse once existel on
this continent and bscame extinct.
These animals are also placed in tlie
quartcrnary period.

Until these recent discoveries, tlie
eyes of scientists had net Lccn
turned toward Floiida In expecta-
tion of finding fcss.il remains.

THROUGH ARIZONA.

Splits 1Tilnfscd During a Short
TrarcL The Apaeho Indians.

Cajii' Thomas, Military
Arizona, April 25th, 1S90.

Correspondence of tho Deskket
Xew-s- . About fifty miles from
Florence, on the banks of the San
Pedro River, Is situated the Utile
town or Diidleyvllle, containing
about twenty.five families, whose
dwellings aro scattered through the
valley Jbr about ten "miles. The
people are engaged principally ln
farming and stock raising. On the
way we noticed a ereat vaH.trf
cactus Including the Sajuara,
Choya, Ojallll, Prickley Pear (now
iu full bloom), etc The varied
hues and forms were a pleasant relief
to the landscape.

A driveof
enabled us to reach Mammoth, a
bustling mining camp, with a prom-
ising future before it. Extensive
Improvements are being Introduced
and additional machinery iit up.
We crossed the Aravll Rler, but
ns water was risible, it being appa-
rently tho dry bed ot a river. A
peculiar feature of some or the Ari-
zona rivers may le cot'-- here. They
cut aa Underground channel, run
under the ground for miles, and
again come to the surface. This U
the case with the Aravipal River.

Leaving Mammoth, wo com-
mence ourjourney of seventy miles
to Globo City, aud soon begin to
climb the mountain. Tho Pinal
Mountain, toweling high In the
distance, is pointed out as the sum-
mit w hich must be crossed before
we reach our destination. The
rough, rugged road up the canyons
makes the Journey quite wearisome,
but the monotony is lelleved some-
what by the killing of rattlesnakes,
conversing with prospectors some
at work on the hillsides, others witli
guns on rhoulilers, Journeying and
d iving thtlr burros or donkeys,
with their laclte In search of new
"finds.'

A few days ago Gila monster
leisurely crowed the road ahead of
ii3 and, er course, we captured him,
believing that he would bo an ac-
ceptable addition to Dr. Talmage's
zoological collection, rllnee the
capture many slotU-- have teen
told or his charfcter: hut he is a
pretty fellow. NotwitlistandingthLs
ue are willing to believe that he
must be "handled with care." We
lusted the old "Pioneer," now a de-
serted camp, the mill having

beea destroyed by fire. The
town is now In ruins, but was beau-
tifully situated iu the mountains
near astream of clearspring water.
We coutiaue the ascent along a
narrow dugway, extending about
five miles, till we reach thesummiL
Heavy timlier grows on the moun-
tain slopes, including tlie sycamore-walnu- t,

Cottonwood, pines, etc., and
to us the cedar never looked more
beautiful, reminding the travelerof
his mountain home ln Utah.

Globe City is leculiarly oltuated.
The streets aro very narrow, and
run over low hills; the country Is
veryuuaven. Tills Is the county
scat of Glia County, being noted for
its business activity and the

in the vicinity.
e were informed that over three

hundred teams aro regularly em-
ployed on the rend, hauling bullion
to WilcoSand merchandise-am- i sup-
plies rrom there. Many Mexicans
are iln!ng teams having rrom four-
teen to eighteen mules In a team.
It Is slated tliat twenty-eigh- t thous-
and pounds of bullion arc turned out
by the mills daily.

After leaving Globe we entered
the Indian Reservation, where the
Apaches are located. The Indians
and squaws were traveling in all
directions toward Uiq tjsn Carlos
Acencr, whea colored troops are
qurr'eied and the government
buildings slimtcd. San Carlos Is at
the junction of the San Carlos and
Gila Rivers. Jteing raltai day,"
tho Ajclu--! bid gathered in from
all lArtu ot the reservation to obtain
their supplier.
