an hour, auaultlng ber repeatedly.
When Jewell returned home no lime
wan loit In giving the alarm, an toon
loom of men were ecourlnj the coun-
try Iu all illrectlont. During the night
two tiegroet were arretted, but Mrt.
Jewell declared them Innocent and
they were discharged. Finally Itvtat
learned that the gullly negro wat l.J
Coy and that he ha I gone north to-

ward I.lltle Hlver county. The

At tlile luncture Charles II. ltcevet,
aKadlngcltlren, mounteilanelevatlou
aud betreche I tbe crowd, lor the sake
ol their wives and Lhlldteii, It thiy
were determined to bum the wretob,
to take blm outside tbe oily. The ap-

peal ba I the deilred ellect, and a rush
wat made to the suburb. Near tho
Iron Mountain tracks a tingle ituuip
about teu feet high stood alone In a
clesrlug, aud thither the wretcbej
negro was dragged. Another tnao who
favored hanging began cllml Ing tbe
atumis but twenty leveled thotguut
Impelled blm tl descend hurrlelly.
Ibe negro wat then made tecuro to
tlie slump with wire fattening!, aud a
liberal supply or kerosene oured over
blm.

The shout went up "Let hli victim
apply tho match; let Mrs. Jewell sit
the lire."

Iu response to the call Mrs. Jewell
emerged Iroin the crowd, supported by
IterreWllvcs, aud walked to the place
of execution. Without a word the
spokesman Isced I u her hand a match.
Mho looked at the negro and fMlerlngly
turned to the crowd.

"No, you must apply It," was tho
cry as the woman was seen to falter.

oho struck the match, ap lie! It to
theclothlugofthe wretch In two plates
aud ileped away. In a few moments
the doomed negro wasaiheolof llsme,
writhing aul groaning In borrlblo
agony. Death leiulted In about ten
mluulct.

Only about twenty minutes before
be wat led out, the iitpub'io

bad an Interview with blm.
llo asserted bis Innocence of the
crime, but In such a miuuir as carried
conviction ot guilt with It.
