BARS PROSECUTIONS.

Declsion in Eand Frand Coses, Says
UL 8. Atty, Oscar Lawler.

Los Angeles, April 9.—In the opitlon
of Oscar Lawler, United States attor-
ney for this disgrict, the supremes court
of the United States, by its action yes-
terday in the cases of five of the seven
Los Angeles men indleated in the Ore-
gon land frauwd Investlgation, has ef-
fectually tied the hands of every Unlt-
ed States pttorpey in the coungry EO
fay as the prosecution of blg criminals
ls concerned. Fe adds that prosecu-
tlons involving extradition will be far-
cleal until Congress adopts a new law.

“The helding of the supreme court
that an indletment alone is not suffi-
clent cause for removal of a prisoner to
the center of trial when his arrest s
made outslde the distriot virtually al-
lows a defendant two trials of his
case,” sald Mr. Lawler. “Under this
ruling a man arrested in Arlzona o &Gn
indletment found [n Callfornia may de-
mand a hearing there and the govern-
ment has to go to the expense of re-
calling and transporting its grand jury
witnessas, In addition to suffering the
attendant delay. Also, of course, the
United States attorney has to ghow his
hand and the defendant has a chance
to find oul the government's case with-
out himeelf exposing a single card In
the game. It mmounts to an abselute
bay to prosecution of the trusts, inter-
state commence cases and big federat
consplracy caszes lika that of the Louisi-
ang lottery.'
