Letter from Mrs. Wordsuorth, the
Lady who Survived the Wreock,
to her Deaughter,

|CONTINUED, |
When I was hanging above the
sen, | heard “Salls’® shoul out,
“Don’t serape her; rather throw her
into the water;” but I meekly ex-
postulated thatl rather prefered be-
g scraped.  Poor *“Sails’ was
ready to jump in for me, being halr
stripped, and the Iast thing [ clung
to on the island was his smooth fat
neck. I hung in mid-air, and
when the boat rose on the swell 1
was lowered into Captain Giflord’s
arms and placed safely in the boat.
The ship was o whaler named the
Young Phwniz, Captain Giftord.
Charlie, Mr, Peters, “Salls,’’ and
two invalids came off’ with us at
the same time. Captain Giftord gon-
gratulated me on my fortitude. He
sald some men had to be helped
and would scarcely come at all.
Long belore we reached the ship |
was sick, of course. Captain Qif-
ford insisted cn my staying in the
boat, and it was holsted up with
me on board. The first moment
that Captain Gittord saw distressed
l‘muplu on the island, rightly judg-
ng they could notall be got off the
rock that night, he had thought-
fully 'provisioned the boats, even
to tobacco. [ was taken down
atairs and met by an “angel,” as
she seomed to me, with such a fair,
tender face—a tall, slender woman,
like a  lily, in her fresh c¢otton
gown. She ook me dirty, wiretch-
od, sick, in her arms, and immed]-
ately got a tub of water to wash
me, for I ¢could do nothing, 1 wasso
ill and weak. She washed, clothed
and fed me withh the tenderest gen-
tleness, The bost of everything
was given me. A bod was arran-
ged ona sofn, with pillows, shects,
and vlankets. For seven months 1
had thoughl it & luxury to get a
flat stone to sit on, and had hardly
ever lain down without my feet In
a pool of water; and now, surroun-
ded by every comfort, 1 did not
speak or think, but ¢ould only lie
and wonder, and thank Almighty
God for his mercy. Next day the
sickness wore oft; and I was able
to enjoy the nice little American
dainties she brought me. 1 think
she hersell searcely nte anything
whilst we were on board, sho was
so dellghted, She had said to her
husband when he was going for us,
“Hring me a woman,” she was so0
home-sick, poor thing! — having
been al sea a considerable time
already, with no prospeet of seelng
home for many long months, Flve
happy days we stayed on board,
bound for the Mauritiuz, though
the Captain, by thus taking us out
of his way, was losing a fishing
senson, n serious matter for a whal-
er, and he had not been very suc-
cessful already. Curiously enough,
not long before, he had picked up
the crew of a deserted vessel num-
bering about thirty, so far as | ean
recollecl. On the fifth dayv a ship
hove in sight. We *“‘apoke” her, and
her Caplain agreed to take twenty of
us, [ preferred stopping, but the
second mate, Mr. Peters, and most
of the passengers, went wilh her.
She was the Sverra Morena, [ was
exceeding sorry to part with Mr.
Peters,twho had all along proved
s0 kind to me. In the aflternoon of
the same day, as Captain Gifford
and I were comfortably chatting in
our small *“‘sanctum,” Jose, the
little stewurd, came down with the
news that there was another sail
on the ‘‘lee bow."” Up went the
captain on deck, and I, very sor
rowlul, was preparing to gel ready
to be transhipped, when 1 was told
not to stir till we learned more par-
ticulars. In the meantime I saw
the caplain's wife busily employed
packing up a whole lot of her best
things for me to tuke; but I would
only accept from her a chauge of
cornmoner ones, a8 she had previ-
ously glven me n very handsome
rep wrapper and various other artl
cles, including a waterproof, and
loveiy shoes and stockings. Such
shoes. Bhe is a full head taller than
I, yet her feet are smaller, and
mine, you know, are not very lauge,
Besides, though she does ali work
on board of the vessel, her hands
are small and beautifully white,
\We signalled this ship as we had
done the other,and it was arranged
that the remainder of us, tweunty-
four in all, should go on boeard the
new vessel. Wae were without ex-
ception exceedingly sorry to part
with our American friends. NMpes,
Gittord cried when I Jeft her, and
would searcely let me go; and Caj«
taln Gifford at the last swid, If I'had
the least objection to goimg, that
Charlie and 1 could remsain with
them, and they would be vary giad
to have us, However, we went
away; and the last I saw of Eleanor
Gifford leaning over the ship's side
with a kerchief round her head and
a tender, half-sad look in her eyes,
re~called to my mind the sweet face
of my vision omythe islamd. All
honor to the American flag. We
should most likely have been on
the island now buat for their hu-
manity. Captain and Mrs. Gifford
are pure Americans,’and if 1 am
able in other years, when they re-
turn to New Bedford, L almost
dare cross the ocean fo them
onece more. Captain Qifford is as
tall for a man as his wife is for a
woman, He has the rather long
face of the American, but he Is
very handsome, They had a fine
um on board, but L waa too
weak to use my feei to blow,so !
sat wrapped In a blanket en her
knee, she using her feet and 1 ln{;
ing. The Young Phenix will
the Mauritius in about six months,

where Mrs. Gifford will some
time for a rest. She would have
made her visit then had we gone

on with them,
